A representativefromtheNorth-
west Kansas Area Agency on Ag-
ing had been asked to attend the
CheyenneCounty Commissioners
meeting on Friday to explain how
the county’ smoney directed to the
Agency isbeing used.

Greg Hoover, executivedirector
for the AreaAgency on Aging, re-
portedthat the county gives$4,500
to the Northwest Kansas Area
Agency on Aging and these funds
are matched with government
funds. Inthecounty thereare23cli-
ents served. The object isto have
quality serviceandclientspay ona
diding fee.

The match the county provides
helpscover thefollowing services:
Meal sites, case management, in-
formation and assi stance, in-home
meals, senior center grants, legal
services, health promotion, Elder
Abuse Program, insurance and tax
counseling and the Caregiver Sup-
port Program.

Mr. Hoover said that alot of dol-
lars are poured into the senior cen-
ter for food. The money also pays
the cooks and the manager gets a
small fee per day. Seniors coming
to eat at the center are asked to pay
aminimal fee and those who can
pay more may do so. Mr. Hoover
said that it was unfortunate that
those who have the money to pay
morefor their meal sseldomdo but,
at the same time, they are not re-
quired to do so.

Elmer Kellner, St. Francis, wasat
themeeting. Asasenior citizen, he

said that the St. Francis Center has
troublemaking endsmeet andfalls
short every month. If itwerenot for
donations and memorials, they
would not be able to keep the cen-
ter open.

Mr. Kellner was a so concerned
about themileagereimbursements.
Asa Silver-Haired Legislator, he
travelsmany miles. TheNorthwest
KansasAreaAgency onAgingpays
21 cents per milewhile the Silver-
Haired L egislatorsarepaid consid-
erably less.

Statefunding

There was considerable discus-
sion about thelack of statefunding
tocountiesand cities. Atfirst, after
reading aletter from the statetrea-
surer, the commissioners thought
the county would be shorted over
$300,000. However, road and
bridge supervisor Dave Flemming
made some phone calls to the de-
partment of transportationand was
informed that he would be getting
most of the road and bridge state
funding.

Theletter didinformthecommis-
sionersthat SenateBill 6 of the2003
Legislation states there will be no
money transferred from the state
general fundtothelLocal AdValo-
rem Tax Reduction Fund and the
County or City Revenue Sharing
Fund during the state fiscal year
2004. Thisshortagewill amount to
$60,400. The commissioners will
beworking onthe county’ sbudget
following the next meeting.

Hospital board gives
OK toremodd bid

The Cheyenne County Hospital
Board metin specia sessononMay
28 to make thefina decision onthe
bid and cost of the renovation and
addition of the hospital. Rhoades
Construction of Goodland received
the bid and the cost is not to exceed
$2,225,586.

Theboardhasbeenmeetingtodis-
cussthefuturehospital plans. Earlier
RhoadesConstructionhad submitted
thelow bidof $2,537,800but that bid
wasdtill morethantheboardwaswill-
ing to spend. The architect and con-
struction owner had met to cut costs.

At the May 28 meeting, Kevin
Berens, county attorney, discussed
thelegal aspects of the bidding pro-
cessandrequirementsfor changeand
negotiations that would prevent li-
ability to the board. In His opinion,
based on information presented to
him, thecurrent and past discussions
with the architect and low qualified
bidder were “ appropriate, prudent
andlegal.”

Hospital administrator Les Lacy
reviewed the project costs and
hospital’ s financia position includ-
ing a$252,591 receivable (money
coming to the hospital from Medi-
care) onthe 2002 cost report. Exten-
sive discussion of the project, costs
and financial position and variables

to each followed. The consensus of
the board and all present was that it
wastimeto proceed with adecision
ontheprojectwithfurther discussion
of potential cost-saving alternatives
and information gathering to be on-
going.

In the final motion, the board ap-
provedthebid by RhoadesConstruc-
tion with cost-saving measures dis-
cussed by thearchitect, RhoadesCon-
structionandtheboardandincluding
aternates: heating, ventilationandair
conditioning, windows, bothupstairs
and downstairs, and anew elevator.

Statetosop grassclippingsat landfill

The announcement was made at
the Cheyenne County Commis-
sioners’ Friday meeting that grass
clippingswill nolonger beallowed
at the county landfill site between
Wheeler and Bird City.

Ed Gardner, landfill supervisor,
Dave Flemming, road and bridge
supervisor, and Ranae Pilkington,
bookkeeper, met withthecommis-
sioners to see exactly what they
wanted to do about the matter.

Supervisor Garner said that a
stateinspector had been at theland-
fill and informed him that the site

would not be allowed to take grass
clippings unless they composted
them. They could not burnthem af -
ter they dried.

To turn them into compost, the
clippingsneedtobeground, turned
and watered and the supervisor did
not have the time nor the equip-
ment. At the present time, adump
truck isfilled almost daily. The
commissioners asked if the super-
visor could spread the clippingsin
areastokeepthegroundfrom blow-
ing but Supervisor Garner said that
thisis almost impossible because,
despitethesignlistingwhat cannot

beputintothedumptruck, thereare
always cans, cinder blocks and
large tree limbsin the truck along
withthegrass. Hewould havetogo
through all of thegrassand sort out
the trash that is not suppose to be
there.

The people of Bird City seldom
usethegrassclippingstruck. Atone
time, the commi ssionersnoted that
the St. Francis City Council talked
about establishing a compost pile
southof therecycling center. Susan
Hobrock, CheyenneCounty Devel-
opment Coordinator, had said there
was a good possibility that there

would be grantsto help establish &
composting program.

The commissioners decided to
have aletter written to the cities of
St. Francis and Bird City stating
that, as of Oct. 1, the county land-
fill will nolonger accept grassclip-
pings. The letter will be signed at
the June 16 meeting. A notice will
also gointo the county newspapers
statingthefact. Thecommissioners
arehopingthat St. Franciswill take
on the composting project.

Zweygardtwhotold himthat hefelt
thecarsparkingalongthesideof the
road were asafety hazard.

Thecommissionerstal ked about
having the sheriff issue tickets to
thoseparking alongthat road where
thesignswere posted but wereal so
concernedthat harvest trucksmight
beparked along that stretch of road

where there were no parking signs
and, if the law was going to ticket
others, they could end up issuing
ticketsto harvesters.

e Commissioners Krien and
Brubaker had received complaints
about afence across Road Q near
Bird City. Supervisor Flemming
will contact thelandowner.

* Larry Gabel, emergency medi-
cal servicedirector, had submitted
vouchers adding up to $160 to pay
for extra teaching staff involved
with the recent training. The com-
missionersvoted 2 to 1 to approve
the vouchers. Commissioner
Brubaker thought that since the
county had contracted with Colby
Community Collegetotakecareof
the teaching of the class that the
college should take care of that ex-
pense.

« The county extension council
along with RebaWhite, represent-
ing director of extension, and her
successor Dan O’ Brien, presented
their budget of $108,848 to the
commissioners noting that they
werenot asking for any morethan
last year. Following several ques-
tions, thecommissionersaskedto
meet withtheextension council in
executive session to discuss per-
sonnel. No decision was made.

» Highway permitstoallow Pri-
ority Oil and Gasto boregaslines
under county roads were signed.

* The commissionersfilled out
a questionnaire concerning rela-
tionship between the commis-

sionersandthesheriff. Thesurvey
wasbeingdoneby theKansasAs-
sociation of Counties.

* Reva Pownell, Food Pantry
coordinator, had written a note
thanking the commissioners for
providing better facilitiesto house
the Food Pantry.

e The commissioners had met
before the meeting to ook at the
new sprinkling system and found
that the grass line was above the
sidewalk. The bid had stated that
the grasswould be taken down tc
one-half inch below the sidewal k.
Commissioner Krien said he
wouldvisitwith LampeHardware
personnel concerning the matter.

* There were $4,394 in ambu-
lance write-offs which were ap-
proved by the commissioners.

e Supervisor Flemming, along
with Bill and Cindy Stroh, talked
to the commissioners about the
purchase of right-of-way ground
for the Wiley Road Project. The
group discussed culvert replace-
ments, costs to the owners and
coststothecounty. Anagreement
seemed to be near but thecommis-
sioners needed the county attor-
ney to review all specifications
before proceeding.
