® Each American con-
sumes, on average, 53
pounds of bread per year.

* Assuming a sandwic
was eaten for breakfast,
lunch and dinner, it would
take 16 days to eat the
amount of bread produced
from one bushel of wheat.

e A family of four could
live for 10 years off the
bread produced by one
acre of wheat.

¢ One bushel of wheat
will produce 73 one-pound
loaves of bread.

e In 1997, Kansas's
wheat farmers produced
enough wheatto make 36.5
billion loaves of bread, or
enough to provide each per-
son on earth with 6 loaves of
bread.

® Farmers receive ap-

roximately 5 cents (or less)
From each loaf of bread

sold.
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Today’s combines can harvest 900 bushels of corn per
hour. In the 1930s a farmer could harvest (by hand) about
100 bushels of corn in a nine-hour day.

Farm equipment has evolved dramatically from the team of
horses used in the early 1990s. Today’s four-wheel drive
tractors have the power of 40-300 horses.
