‘Knit-in’ planned

To help raise awareness of newborn
baby care, the the National Center on
Shaken Baby and the Kansas Chil-
dren’s Service League are hosting a
state-wide knitting and crochet proj-
ect to create hats for newborn babies
across the state.

Through Oct. 31, anyone who knits
or crochets is invited to help create any
number of purple baby caps to be sent
to the the Kansas Children’s Service
League. Caps will be distributed to new
babies in hospitals and birthing centers
across the state.

On Oct. 13, local organizers will hold
a “knit-in” from 3 to 7 p.m. at the Nor-
ton Community Center (Senior Cen-
ter) at 208 W. Main in Norton. Anyone
wishing to knit or crochet baby caps is
welcome to attend. Purple yarn will be

provided for the event.

According to information from event
organizers, the Click for Babies cam-
paign is designed to raise awareness for
the “Period of Purple Crying,” a normal
period in an infant’s development when
they cry more than any other time. The
goal of the program is to remind par-
ents that crying is normal for infants
and that it is never appropriate to shake
or abuse a baby.

Caps are being accepted through the
end of October, but organizers request
that a few guidelines be followed for
those helping with the project. The caps
should be at least 50 percent purple and
should be made with baby-friendly
yarn, sized to fit an infant’s head.

In May 2006, the National Center for
Safe Routes to School was established
to assist communities in enabling and
encouraging children to safely walk and
bicycle to school. The National Center
for Safe Routes to School is maintained
by the University of North Carolina
Highway Safety Research Center with
funding from the U.S. Department of
Transportation Federal Highway Ad-
ministration.
