Emilie Sophia Kroeger Ram-
bat was known as “Millie.” She
was the daughter of George and
Carolina Louise (Bruns) Kroeger
and was born Jan. 4, 1918, in Re-
publican County, Kan. Millie died
on March 17, 2009, at the Good
Samaritan Village in St. Francis at
the age of 91 years.

Millie was baptized on Jan. 6,
1918, in Byron, Neb. The fam-
ily moved to Fort Morgan, Colo.,
where they owned a local filling
station. She was confirmed in May
of 1930 while in Fort Morgan.

The family then moved to their
farm northwest of Bird City, close
to the country school where Millie
attended through the eighth grade.
She helped her parents on the fam-
ily farm and worked for various
neighbors.

On Aug. 12, 1937, Millie was
united in marriage to Harvey Ram-
bat at St. John Lutheran Church
in Bird City. They lived south of
Bird City until moving into town
in 1954, where she lived the re-
mainder of her life.

To this union two sons were
born, Larry Wayne and Royce Al-
len.

Millie was dedicated to God’s
work in St. John Lutheran Church
with the Women’s Circle, served
as president on the Altar Guild

and taught Sunday school for
many years.

She was a faithful steward with
her service at the Good Samaritan
Village in St. Francis for many
years before she lived there and
received their loving care.

The highlight of her life were
her grandchildren and she was al-
ways proud and interested in their
lives. She also enjoyed planting
flowers, gardening and especially
loved visiting and watching all
the neighborhood children as they
grew up.

Preceding her in death were her
parents; husband, Harvey; son,
Larry; brother, Walter Kroeger;
sister, Dorothy; infant brother and
infant grandson.

Survivors include her sister,
Betty Childers; son, Royce (Jan)

The general election, held Tues-
day, April 7, will include seats on
the St. Francis and Cheylin school
boards as well as the St. Francis
and Bird City city councils and
Bird City mayor.

The election will be held from
7 am. to 7 p.m. In St. Francis,
the only voting location will be at
Peace Lutheran Church, College
Street; in Bird City, at the Ameri-
can Legion Hall, West Fourth
Street.
