• Nonresident hunters are required to select 
one season (archery, muzzleloader or firearms) 
at the time of application.

• Scopes are allowed for early muzzleloader 
deer season.

• Knapped broadheads allowed during the 
archery deer season.

• Crossbows are allowed for deer hunting in 
the firearm season.
