3) originality. There is a grand champion overall 
winner and three divisions: Family; Organiza-
tion/Church; and Commercial.

Mrs. Lampe reminds anyone thinking of hav-
ing a float that it isn’t too late to get it together 
and enter it in the parade.

“Every entry makes the parade just that much 
bigger and better,” she said.
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
