Sweet Thunder ties
for third in McPherson

Colby Sweet Thunder 18 & Under
Girls Fast-pitch Softball finished tied
for third in McPherson over the week-
end. The girls went 3-0 in pool play
Saturday, entering tournament play as
the no. 1 seed on Sunday.

Colby lost their final game, 3-0
against the Wichita Extreme. Cody
Pettibone, Dawn Knipp and Amber
Lane collected hits for the Thunder.
Erin Wagner (14-5) took the loss on
one earned run, four hits and two
walks.

The first-round game Sunday was a
5-4 win over the Marysville Magic.
Kayla Hansen (3-2) went 2 1/3 innings,
allowing two hits, two runs and three
walks with two strikeouts. Wagner
picked up a win in relief. She allowed
one hit and one earned run while strik-
ing out three and walking one.

Saturday’s first round action was a
1-0 win in a defensive struggle against
the Beatrice (Neb.) Blast. Beatrice
played errorless ball and the Thunder
made only one error.

In the bottom of the seventh, Lane
reached first on fielder’s choice, then
stole second. Knipp singled to right,
scoring Lane and collecting the game-
winning RBI. Dominique Palser, Katy
Herl and Pettibone also got hits for
Colby.

Wagner pitched a one-hit shutout,
striking out nine and walking one.

Next was a 4-3 win over the Wichita
Storm. Hansen threw a three-hitter
with one earned run and struck out five
with no walks.

Thunder scored twice in the first.

Palser singled to center and advanced
to third on an error that allowed
Pettibone to reach first. Kristen
Arensdorf picked up an RBI on a
ground-out to second and Pettibone
came home on a wild pitch.

The Storm scored two in the fourth,
but Thunder took the lead in the bot-
tom of the inning as Palser scored on a
single by Pettibone after reaching on
an error and stealing second.

Wichita again tied the game in the
fifth, and Colby again recaptured the
lead in the bottom of the inning. This
time it was for good. Lane walked and
was sacrificed to second by Arensdorf.
She moved to third on a wild pitch and
came home on a passed ball.

Jamie Smith also collected a single
in the win.

Saturday’s final game was another
defensive round, a 2-1 win over the
McPherson Lady Express.

The offense had two runs on three
hits. Knipp walked and scored on a
Lane double. Lane was hit by a pitch
in the seventh, stole second and was
again sacrificed to third by Arensdorf.
Herl grounded out and scored Lane for
the winning run.

Smith had a double and a single and
struck out two, allowing one earned
run with two walks as the winning
pitcher.

Sweet Thunder is now 19-7 and will
play in the American Softball Associa-
tion Class B State Championship in
Colby, July 13-15. Game times will be
announced at the Colby Recreation
Fields.

Several area teams, including
teams featuring Colby high school
and middle school boys and girls
will compete in Brewser and Colby.
