 Tuesday when I was trying to get a floor 
pass, I was wearing the hat, and  the guy hand-
ing out the passes said he remembered me, 
and OK’d giving me a pass even though I had 
left my driver’s license in my car. I was thank-
ful I did not have to go all the way back out to 
the parking lot.

I spent Wednesday writing, and with the 
water located, I was well fixed.

Thursday morning, as my wife Ava and I 
were trying to get to the Presidential Experi-
ence exhibit, a man stopped to ask about the 

hat. He said he had retired from the Navy after 
32 years, and we talked a bit about where we 
had served. He said he had been a reserve of-
ficer who was called back to active duty for 
Iraq, and then promoted to rear admiral be-
fore he retired. We both had time on destroy-
ers, and he had served with a fleet readiness 
group.

Heading to Invesco Field on Thursday, we 
met up with a police officer and driver of a 
handicapped lift-equipped bus who got us to 
the stadium. 

As we headed into the checkpoint tent, an-
other security man said he liked my hat.

Inside the stadium, when we got to the press 
level, yet another security person compliment-
ed my hat, and when I got to the press section, 
the people who had helped at the press tent at 
Pepsi Center recognized me by my hat.

I left Ava and the computer in the press 
seating and, armed with the floor pass, headed 
out to find my sister Lynn and Etta Walker, the 
Clinton delegate from Sharon Springs.

I found my sister and as we were walking 
around looking at the Obama shirts and but-
tons, I said I was looking for Etta Walker. 

I turned around, and there Etta was talking 
to her daughter Catherine on the phone. I told 
her I would see her later on the floor and she 
headed off to find her seat.

Gov. Kathleen Sebelius will not be the Democratic nominee 
for vice president, but the national attention she has received 
in recent weeks is a compliment both to the governor and the 
state that elected her.

Ba-
rack Obama had chosen Sen. Joe Biden as his running mate, 
most attention was focused on four people who reportedly 
were on Obama’s short list. The governor was one of those....

If Obama had been far ahead in the polls, it’s entirely possi-
ble he would have chosen Sebelius. As it was, he saw the need 
to add something more to his ticket. Biden brings blue-collar 
credibility to the campaign as well as foreign policy experi-
ence.

If Obama is elected president, it’s possible Sebelius would 
be asked to play a role in his administration. Whether she goes 
to Washington or stays in Topeka, she has helped give Kansas a 
spot — and perhaps some influence — on the national stage.

Many national observers have been interested in the fact that 
Republican Kansas would twice elect a Democratic governor 
— although it’s not the first time that has happened. Obviously, 
not everyone in Kansas is a Democrat or a Sebelius supporter, 
but her current prominence on the national political scene still 
should be a source of some pride for the state.
