Recently your library host-
ed the State Library of Kansas 
“Road Show” which was held to 
introduce the Northwest Kansas 
Librarians’ to the changes in re-
sources available for all Kansas 
citizens. 

The State Library has changed 
the way in which a patron ac-
cesses the databases on the State 
website. If a Kansas citizen has 
an IP address that shows they are 
located in the State of Kansas, the 
patron is then able to access these 
new databases. 

You can easily access most 
items through the Pioneer Memo-
rial Library website: (http://www.
colbylibrary.com). Look for the 
tab on the left hand side “data-
bases.” 

We are just beginning to popu-
late a section of our website, 
called “Adult/Business,” but the 
pickings are slim right now! The 
“Teen” and “Jr. High” links have 
a large assortment of these data-
bases however. Look for the small 
blue logo with a sunflower and the 
word “Kansas.” We have provided 
this logo to help patrons recognize 
resources that have been provided 
by the State Library of Kansas. 

Some excellent health data-
bases are now available. The State 
Library of Kansas and the Kansas 
Health Policy Authority (KHPA) 
have collaborated and developed 
this great site. 

Under the tab “Staying Healthy,” 
a person can find the link to Web-
MD’s “symptom’s checker” sim-
ply by clicking on the left hand 
bar statement that says, “I need to 
know about my symptoms.” Then 
you just point and click to the part 
of the body that is affected by your 
symptom (You can also find this 

under the tab “Your Condition”). 
Under the “Your Condition” tab 
a person may look up their diag-
nosis and get further explanations 
through Medline Plus. 

This site will allow you to look 
up health topics, drugs and supple-
ments, as well as encyclopedic ar-
ticles with pictures and diagrams. 
The dictionary provides the 
searcher with great definitions. 

If a person has visual problems 
and needs to read their health in-
formation in larger print (on the 
screen) they can simply go to the 
“NIH Senior Health” tab (right 
side) and then go to the top of 
the screen and click on “enlarge 
print.” There the person can enter 
the subject for the area they would 
like to research. Medline Plus also 
provides information on Clinical 
Trials (Clinical Trials.gov).  There 
is so much more on the Kansas 
Health Online Website, please 
consider exploring it. 

A fast way to find refined terms 
for searching online databases is 
to spend a few quick minutes in 
a printed source, find the various 
terms for a medical diagnosis so 
that you can obtain materials that 
would fit your specific quest for 
information. 

Please know we are here at the 
library to help you if you need as-
sistance locating information. Ev-
ery time we help you search for 
something – we have the oppor-
tunity to learn. This way we both 
continue to be life-long learners!! 

If you like to use materials writ-
ten by authorities in the field of 
medicine, consider browsing the 
authoritative materials provided 
in the libraries print “Reference 

Section.”  
For those who just want to take 

a book home and read in the pri-
vacy and comfort of your home, 
fear not! The library has a lot of 
up-to-date health related books on 
specific diseases, prescriptions, 
dieting, exercising, or just general 
books on improving your health 
and nutrition. 

Three health books you will find 
in our “new books” section are:
