Age diversity affects workplace

In any workplace, there’s likely
a mix of four generations at work
together. The work styles and
priorities of workers in each gen-
eration vary and can cause con-
sternation when teamwork is the
ultimate goal.

Older workers are more likely
to understand the company’s his-
tory and culture, having greater
loyalty and commitment to the or-
ganization. Younger workers, on
the other hand, may work for their
time off and have greater goals
and priorities for their personal
lives than for their careers. This is
great generalization, but for em-
ployers trying to keep productiv-
ity high in the workplace, it can
be problematic when generations
have different priorities, different
communication styles and differ-
ent teamwork perspectives.

People born between 1922 and
1945 are part of what’s been called
the “Traditionalist (or Veterans)
Generation,” or to borrow a term
popularized by Tom Brokaw, the
“Greatest Generation.” Although
there are not many of these people
left in the workforce, those who
remain often prefer working in a
structured atmosphere with disci-
pline and authority.

The Baby Boomers, born be-
tween 1946 and 1964, are the lon-
gest-living generation in history.
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They will work longer, be avail-
able in large numbers and offer
experience with low training costs.
With at least a third of the Boom-
ers planning to work after age 65,
there is good news for employers.
Companies can utilize retirement
alumni to fill part-time positions,
vacation or leave vacancies, spe-
cial projects, increased produc-
tion periods and similar situations
without additional training, thus
saving time and expense.
Generation X employees, born
between 1965 and 1980, are less
focused on retirement and more
open to career change. They are
experienced, educated and frus-
trated due to fewer advancement
possibilities and the responsibil-
ity of caring for aging parents and
children and may feel trapped in
their job. They are looking for rich
benefits and flexibility to meet
their family demands. They want
a workplace that is enjoyable and
allows them to learn and grow.
New workers, or Generation Y
employees, who were born be-
tween 1981 and 2000, are looking

for individual treatment. The ben-
efit package they are looking at is
for the here and now. Not hearing
from the boss means that no one
cares. They are looking for an en-
gaging place to work and thrive
in a setting with a lot of input and
teamwork.

Flexibility seems to be the key,
but what is the employer to do
to remain fair and consistent and
still have a viable workforce?
Employers would do well to re-
alize that each generation has its
individual attributes, and getting
work groups to function as a team
means providing training oppor-
tunities to discover ways to better
pull together.

Recognizing the motivating fac-
tor for employees’ personal situa-
tions will go a long way toward
keeping them as a productive part
of the team. The bottom line is to
be a humane boss and provide as
much leeway as company policy
will allow. Keep your best people
by doing the right thing by them.
