State may feel budget pinch again

are dominated by sound bites and
slogans but we have an opportu-
nity to change this.”

Legislators said they realize it’s
going to hurt schools and may af-
fect student achievement, but there
are just not any good options. Tax
increases aren’t a good idea and
won’t help soon enough.

“The revenue forecast is a so-
bering reflection on the pain many
Kansas families are feeling,” said
House Appropriations Committee
Chairman Kevin Yoder, an Over-
land Park Republican. “Kansas
government is not immune from
the national economic climate.
We are expected to ratchet down
spending and do more with less.”

Schools have fared well this
decade following a landmark
Kansas Supreme Court ruling that
prompted an increase of nearly
$1 billion in new state dollars for
schools. The money was targeted
at students who struggle with pov-
erty and are at risk of failure.

But those financial gains have
eroded as the state’s financial
health has faded. Deeper -cuts
were prevented in part because of
federal stimulus dollars meant to
shore up spending. That money
runs out next year, meaning ab-

sent a revenue rebound, cuts will
be unavoidable.

Sen. Jay Emler, chairman of the
Ways and Means Committee, said
school officials and government
reports have suggested that there
are areas that could be eliminated
that would save districts time and
money without hurting the class-
room. Emler said he’d take all
suggestions come January as his
committee works the state bud-
get.

“We need the information to
come from the ground up,” said
Emler, a Lindsborg Republican.
“I’ve spoken to school superinten-
dents who say there will be con-
siderable pressure to look at con-
solidation. But they also say they
may not be able to do it politically
at the local level.”

School advocates say they have
warned districts this might hap-
pen. Those who may have ignored
the signs soon will have to face
reality.

Mark Tallman, spokesman for
the Kansas Association of School
Boards, said the fear that districts
have is that they have looked for
areas to cut, but many are feder-
ally mandated.
