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A new state law requiring all
drivers and front-seat passen-
gers to buckle up or face fines
was signed at the end of May
and will go into effect Thurs-
day.

Law enforcement officers in
Kansas will now be able to stop
and ticket drivers and front-seat
passengers who are not wearing
safety belts even if the officers
do not observe another traffic
violation. Until June 30, of-
ficers will be giving warnings.
Beginning that day, they will
be issuing citations which carry
fines.

Kansas is the 31st state to en-
act a “primary” seat belt law.

“Law enforcement officers
know that many fatalities in
the state could have been pre-
vented, had the person simply
fastened their safety belt,” said
Col. Terry Maple, superinten-
dent of the Kansas Highway
Patrol. “With the passage of a
primary seat belt law, we expect

to see voluntary seat-belt usage
increase....”

The new law makes it a sec-
ondary violation for adults in
the back seat to be unbuckled,
which means they would only
receive a ticket if the driver was
stopped for another reason. This
does not affect the existing law
for children, anyone under 18; it
is still a primary offense if they
are unrestrained anywhere in
the vehicle.

When worn correctly, safety
belts reduce the risk of death to
front-seat passenger car occu-
pants by 45 percent — and by 60
percent in pickup trucks, SUVs
and minivans. Kansas Depart-
ment of Transportation statis-
tics show that only 30 percent
of people killed in motor vehi-
cle crashes in 2008 were buck-
led in. Currently, Kansas’ safety
belt use rate is 77 percent, well
below the national average of 84
percent, the department says.
