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the fall of 2009, four students – seniors Cody Duf-
fey and Paden Ellis and juniors Karlton Leiker and 
Lucas Schnider – from Jessica Bienhoff’s architec-
tural drafting and design class created computer-
aided designs of what they thought the trailer should 
look like.

She said they received grants from the 
Thomas County Community Foundation, Midwest 
Energy, Walmart, High Plains Lions Club, Morning 
Glory – Family and Community Educators, a group 
that teaches family and community-oriented ways to 
learn consumer sciences, and the Pacifi c Railroad. 
She said the trailer was completed about a week 
ago.

Jones said her dream is to expand the organiza-
tions’ recycling program to the grade school and 
middle school.

Davis-Stephens said the col-

to sell. Barnett said he got on the 
phone and called the territory 
manager for that area, and that 
buyer will have worldwide expo-
sure to sell his equipment.

“The power of the internet is 
a great tool for people who are 
watching their income tax liabil-
ity,” Barnett noted. “If your ma-
chinery is depreciated out, and 
your tax man says you can only 
have a certain amount of addi-
tional income before tax time, you 
can spread out the income with in-
ternet selling as opposed to a tra-
ditional auction where everything 
sells the same day.

“Bankers like the web site, too. 
They use it as a tool to see what 
used equipment is bringing when 
they’re ready to make a used 
equipment loan. Also, when the 
seller has made repairs and still 
has the bill, the evidence of what 

repairs were made and when they 
were made is right there in black 
and white.”

If you live in northwest Kansas 
and have a piece of machinery or 
multiple pieces of machinery to 
sell, the fi rst step is to call Barnett. 
He explains to the seller how the 
auction works, takes many pic-
tures of the items, gets all the in-
formation like make, model, hours 
of use if applicable, size, condi-
tion, including repair bills if they 
are available, and puts it all on the 
web site.

With pictures and information 
in place, the item is then ready for 
online bids. It stays available for 
online bidding a minimum of fi ve 
weeks. The actual auction is when 
the time limit for bidding comes 
down to the wire, and the activity 
gets really lively. In Wednesday’s 
auction, the bids on an ensilage 
cutter moved up from $102,000 
at 9:30 a.m. to $155,000 by 11:30 

a.m. and the bidding was still go-
ing. The time for the bidding is 
extended 5 minutes at a time, and 
when no other bids come in for 5 
minutes, the auction ends. 

Barnett said anyone interested 
in buying can register on the web-
site for a bidder number, and if he 
has to be away from the computer 
at auction time, he just types in a 
maximum bid. If the item sells for 
less than the registered maximum 
bid, then he is the winning bidder 
at the next asking bid over the pre-
vious bid.

All Big Iron auctions are unre-
served, and big Iron collects and 
pays the seller.

“Another advantage to online 
selling is that the owner of the 

equipment has no transportation 
costs,” Barnett said. “The buyer 
comes to where the machinery or 
equipment is to pick it up.”

The Jan. 12 auction had 387 
items and averaged 11 bidders per 
item. Over all there were 4,008 ac-
tive bidders representing 21 states 
and two other countries. The com-
pany also does estate sales, retire-
ment and other items like windmill 
towers, pick-up stock racks and 
even pieces of antique machinery, 
including cars and airplanes. 

Barnett said buyers are welcome 
to call the owner of the equipment 
and  take a look at it before fi nal 
bidding day. Testimonials are 
available on the web site from 
previous sellers. Past auction re-

sults are available too, along with 
upcoming auction dates. Barnett 
said the auction on Tuesday, Feb. 
8, will have 758 items. They will 
be selling three items a minute at 
the beginning of the auction. Web 
site auctions begin at 10 a.m. 

“We’ll be set up at the Colby 
Home and Better Living Show, 
March 25, 26 and 27 at the Colby 
Community Building,” Barnett 
said, “and everyone is welcome 
to stop by and take a look at who 
we are and what we are doing, and 
meet Ron and Mark Stock.”

Students build recycling trailer

Colby online auction service seeing success nationwide

HOUSTON – Police stood 
guard as an ambulance took Rep. 
Gabrielle Giffords from intensive 
care to a rehabilitation hospital in 
Houston, an encouraging step that 
came after doctors upgraded her 
condition from serious to good.

Doctors at Memorial Hermann 
Texas Medical Center Hospital 
determined the Arizona congress-
woman was healthy enough to 
move to nearby TIRR Memorial 
Hermann, where she will continue 
her rehabilitation work.

An ambulance transported her a 
short way to TIRR, which stands 
for The Institute for Rehabilitation 
and Research. Helicopters buzzed 
overhead and there was a heavy 
police presence. Video from a 
news helicopter showed a gurney 
wheeled into the building.

Giffords had been in intensive 
care since her arrival Friday from 
Tucson, Ariz.

Last week doctors placed a tube 
in her head to drain excess cere-
brospinal fl uid. Her move out of 

ICU suggests that tube might have 
been removed, which would be 
another good sign in her recovery. 
A backup of the fl uid can cause 
pressure and swelling within the 
brain.

Giffords was shot in the head 
Jan. 8 in a rampage that killed 
six people and injured her and 
12 others. The three-term Demo-
cratic congresswoman was hit in 
the forehead while meeting with 
constituents outside a Tucson su-
permarket.

The alleged assassination at-
tempt cast a somber mood over 
President Barack Obama’s State 
of the Union speech on Tuesday 
night, where many lawmakers in 
both parties wore black-and-white 
lapel ribbons to signify the deaths 
and the hopes of the survivors. 
Giffords’ husband, astronaut Mark 
Kelly, watched the speech from 
her bedside in Texas.

The 22-year-old suspect in the 
shootings, Jared Loughner, plead-
ed not guilty Monday to federal 
charges of trying to assassinate 
the congresswoman and two of 
her aides. 

Arizona congresswoman
moved to rehab hospital
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Dog survives
owl attack

CRYSTAL LAKE, Ill. (AP) – 
An owl attack has left a 4-pound 
chihuahua with a healthy fear of 
the dark.

Chico the chihuahua was out 
for a walk with his owner, George 
Kalomiris, in the Chicago suburb 
of Crystal Lake. Kalomiris says 
they were walking down the street 
when a great horned owl swooped 
down and tried to fl y away with 
the 3-year-old dog.

Kalomiris says he kept a fi rm 
grip on Chico’s leash as the bird 
dragged the dog across the side-
walk, and he managed to scare the 
owl away.

Chico was treated for a puncture 
wound caused by the owl’s talons, 
but he’s still traumatized. 
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
