Davis’ execution had been halted three times
since 2007. The U.S. Supreme Court even gave
Davis an unusual opportunity to “clearly estab-
lish” his innocence in a lower court last year. But
a lower court judge ruled that defense attorneys
didn’t meet that standard — a higher bar than is set

for prosecutors in proving guilt.

While the nation’s top court didn’t hear the case,
they did set a tough standard for Davis to exoner-
ate himself, ruling that his attorneys must “clearly
establish” Davis’ innocence — a higher bar to meet
than prosecutors having to prove guilt. After the
hearing, a lower court judge ruled in prosecutors’
favor, and the justices didn’t take up the case.

On Wednesday night, his execution was again
delayed as officials awaited word on whether the
nation’s high court would take up Davis’ case. The
justices ultimately declined without explaining the
decision, clearing the way for Davis to be put to

death shortly after 11 p.m.

Carter said he hoped the case led the nation to

reject capital punishment.

“If one of our fellow citizens can be executed
with so much doubt surrounding his guilt, then the
death penalty system in our country is unjust and

outdated,” Carter said.

they have to follow. At College
Planning Conferences, the ad-
missions officers cannot have
giveaways, cannot have cur-
rent students attend, and they
must stay at their table. For high
school visits, they are only al-
lowed into each high school
twice per year unless invited
in otherwise, must set up visits
with high school counselors,
and follow the rules set forth by
each school when it comes to
day, time, length of visit, etc.

“The only time we count
somebody as an actual inquiry at
these events is if they fill out our
blue contact card,” Nolan said.

Nolan discussed where they
recruit and how many events
they attend. In Kansas, they at-
tend 22 College Planning Con-
ferences and more than 58 high
school visits; in Nebraska, they
attend 16 College Planning Con-
ferences and make more than 18
high school visits; in Oklahoma,
they attend 10 College Plan-
ning Conferences and make 18
high school visits; in Texas they
make 18 high school visits; and
in Colorado, they attend 54 Col-
lege Planning Conferences and
make more than 40 high school
visits. Nolan outlined how much
they traveled last year and said
they are planning to continue
this tradition this year.

Further, she talked about the
factors of the ideal student they
strive to recruit. Generally, they
are looking for an 18-year-old
with an average grade point
average of 3.19 and an aver-
age ACT score of 19.4, and has
an average family income of
$43,150.55.

When do they recruit these
ideal students? Nolan said year-
round, but their heaviest travel

occurs from August to Novem-
ber and February to April.

Nolan also put the depart-
ment’s mission statement and
vision statement in the Pow-
erPoint and told the board its
goals. They want to increase en-
rollment of Colorado, Nebraska,
Texas and Oklahoma students
by 100 percent in two years,
increase primary school enroll-
ment to 30 percent in the next
three years and increase campus
visits by 10 percent in the next
two years.

For 2011, Nolan broke down
the numbers of enrollees from
each state. They had 162 from
Kansas, 23 from Colorado, 15
from Nebraska, 1 from Oklaho-
ma, 17 international enrollees,
and 30 in the “other” category.

She finished her presentation
by showing the board the enroll-
ment numbers on campus, from
the outreach program, and on-
line from 2009 to 2011, and said
the future of admissions lies in
growth, a recruitment plan, new
recruiters, social media and new
plans.

Vice President and Treasurer
Arlen Leiker asked Nolan why
Colby’s average age range of
students that attend is younger
than most community colleges.
Nolan said she thinks the reason
is that they don’t offer as many
night classes either on campus
or in their Outreach area so that
could have driven the number
up. Plus, Nolan said Colby has
a rather small population and
there are only so many 40- and
50-year-olds that want to go
back to school.

Trustee Nick Wells then asked

if the 248 new students were all
freshmen. Nolan said that this
number represented all the first-
time students in the age range of
17 to 19.
