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 1  large grassy fi eld
 6 children (all sizes)
 3 small dogs
  narrow strip of brook, pebbly if pos-

sible
  hot sun
  fl owers
  deep blue sky

Preserving Children

Mix children with dogs and empty into fi eld, stirring continuously. Sprinkle the fi eld with 
fl owers, pour the brook gently over the pebbles.

Cover all with deep blue sky and bake in hot sun. When children are well browned, they 
may be removed; will be found right and ready for setting away to cool in the bath tub.

 1  cup  butter

 1  cup  sugar
 11 oz.  bag  semi-sweet chocolate chips

Soda Cracker Cookies

Preheat oven to 400º.
Line baking sheet with foil. Butter foil.  Line whole pan with soda crackers fi t together.  
In a medium sauce pan, combine butter and sugar.  Bring to a rolling boil and boil for 2 

minutes.  Remove from heat and pour over crackers.  Immediately put pan in the preheated 
oven for 3-4 minutes.  

Remove from oven and spread chocolate chips across the top.   Let melt and use a knife to 
spread an even layer of chocolate.  Place in the freezer and let freeze.  Remove from freezer, 
peel off foil and break into serving size cookies.
