fect how an infant’s brain develops, and many of 
those are a direct result of personal relationships 
and the kind of care kids get.

“The best way to help young children grow into 
curious, confi dent, able learners is to give them 
warm consistent care, so they can form secure at-
tachments to those who care for them,” she said. 
“…knowing when they need comfort rather than 
stimulation, or vise versa, is important….”

She said the support of grandparents and others 
to encourage young parents can be vital.

“No experience is more important than the 
early care and nurturing that a young infant re-
ceives,” she said. “When infants are held, cuddled 
and touched in soothing ways, they tend to thrive. 

Warm, responsive care promotes healthy brain 
development.”

Ostmeyer said she will be discussing a new way 
of understanding a healthy baby’s cry, something 
they do a lot in their fi rst fi ve months.

“The period of PURPLE … crying explains 
what is normal and what you can expect when 
your baby cries,” she said, adding that she’ll cover 
the peak of crying, unexpected crying, resistance 
to soothing, pained-like faces when crying, long-
lasting cries and evening crying.

Campbell said she’ll talk about how the foun-
dation for a strong family is built on a protective 
framework of parental resilience, social connec-
tions, support in times of need, and knowledge of 
parenting and child development and social and 
emotional competence of children.
