Post Office in Colby 
will move mail north

ing is that fi rst-class mail will 
continue to move overnight, at 
least if it makes the right truck 
to North Platte. 

Publications might take lon-
ger to deliver, he said, two to 
nine days instead of one to 
nine, but overnight fi rst-class 
mail between area codes start-
ing with 677 will be unaffect-
ed.

“First-class mail is our bread 
and butter, it’s what pays the 
bills,” Sperry said, adding that 
fi rst-class volume declined by 

5 percent last year and is pro-
jected to decline 47 percent by 
2020.

To offset losses suffered from 
the rise of digital mail, the post 
offi ce wants to consolidate 140 
processing operations nation-
wide next year. 

The list was released quiet-
ly after 6 p.m. Friday, but the 
press has paid little attention. 

Sperry said that last fi scal 
year, the service lost $15.9 bil-
lion and it hopes to save $1.2 
billion through the consolida-
tions.

Diseases lead to Kansas deer deaths
LAWRENCE (AP) – Deer herds are a little 

thinner in a couple of Kansas counties because of 
a seasonal virus that might be worse than normal 
because of the summer’s drought.

The Lawrence Journal-World reports dozens of 
dead deer have been found near lakes and ponds 
in Douglas and Franklin counties. A spokesman 

for the Kansas Department of Wildlife, Parks and 
Tourism says about 400 deer deaths from epizoot-
ic hemorrhagic disease have been reported.

Wildlife and disease coordinator Shane Hesting 
says the disease has affected only a small portion 
of a total deer population that exceeds half a mil-
lion.
