The Thomas County Farm Bu-
reau is offering three $500 schol-
arships, renewable for up to four 
years of the student’s schooling.

Two of the scholarships have 
a preference for agriculture ma-
jors and the third is for any field 
of study. wRequirements for the 
scholarships are as follows:

• Must be a high school senior 

in a Thomas County high school 
who is a Thomas County Farm 
Bureau member (or whose parents 
are members).

• Student must have a high 
school grade average of 3.0 or 
higher. A high school transcript 
must accompany application.

• Must be enrolled as a full-time 
student each semester during the 

scholarship period.
• Must maintain a grade average 

of 2.75 to continue to qualify.
Students can get an application 

from their school counselor, or at 
the Farm Bureau office, 550 N. 
Franklin. Applications must be re-
turned by Monday, April 1.
