Two offi cers from around Colby graduated 
from the Kansas Law Enforcement Training Cen-
ter on May 24 in the 223rd basic training class 
at the center, which is southwest of Yoder, near 
Hutchinson.

The center is a division of University of Kansas 
Continuing Education. The 52 graduates started 
training Feb. 18. They represented 41 city, county 
and state agencies from across Kansas.
