ORDINANCE NO. 1572

AN ORDINANCE RELATED TO
MONTHLY WASTE WATER
CHARGES FOR RESIDENTIAL
CUSTOMERS IN THE CITY OF
GOODLAND, KANSAS, AND
AMENDING SECTION 14-204
OF THE CODE OF THE CITY
OF GOODLAND, KANSAS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE
GOVERNING BODY OF THE
CITY OF GOODLAND, KAN-
SAS:

Section 1. Section 14-204,
Monthly Charges, (1) Water
Meters; (a) Residential, of the
Code of the City of Goodland,
Kansas, is hereby amended to
read as follows:

Section 14-204, Monthly
Charges

(1) Water Meters.  Each user
shall pay for the services pro-
vided by the City based on their
use of the treatment works as
determined by water meters ac-
ceptable to the City. (a) Residen-
tial. For residential contributors,
monthly user charges will be
based on average monthly wa-
ter usage during three consecu-
tive months consisting of No-
vember, December, January,
February, March and April.  The
charges will generally be based
upon the monthly water usage
during the months of December,
January and February, except in

those years when weather does
not permit meters to be read dur-
ing those months, in which case
the expanded term of months
shall be used.  If a residential
contributor has not established
an average as set forth above,
the monthly user charge shall be
the median charge of all residen-
tial contributors as determined
by the City until such time as an
average as specified can be es-
tablished.

Section 2. All other portions of
Section 14-204 remain in full
force and effect.

Section 3. This ordinance shall
be effective upon its passage
and publication once in the offi-
cial city newspaper.
