Kyle has been red shirted this
season, and will move from being
a defensive end to wide receiver
next year. In high school he was
First Team All-State 4A selection
at safety by the Denver Post as a
senior in 2009 at Loveland.

47 passes for 853 yards and 13
touchdowns as a tight end in 2009,
while he collected 113 tackles and
five interceptions on defense. Was
an all-conference tight end and
a two-year team captain. Earned
all-conference accolades at quar-
terback as a junior.

Accompanying the brothers was
Raphael Guidrey Wildcat senior
defensive tackle from Texas City,
