County looks at neighbor’s trash charges

Norton County Commissioners were
still working on and worrying about the
proposed new landfill during their meet-
ing last Monday.

Curt Archibald, solidwastesupervisor,
gavethecommissionersalist of what 17
countiesin Northwest Kansaschargefor
trashandasmuchinformationashecould
get about recyling, number of employees
and equipment used at landfills.

The amounts varied from Logan
County, which paysfor itslandfill witha
mill levy, and Gove County, which pays
foritsout of thegeneral fund, to Decatur
County, which charges $55 per compac-
torload, and EllisCounty, which charges

$50 per ton plus sells permits of $2 per
day, $5 per month and $25 per year to
dump.

County Commission Chairman John
Miller said that he needed to know what
each county budgetsfor itslandfill to get
a better picture of what othersfeel their
landfillsare costing.

“1 think so many peoplearedoing this
but they don’ t haveany ideawhat it’ scost-
ing them,” hesaid. “Maybe, we' relook-
ing too hard at this.”

Commissioner DeanKruseagreed say-
ing he thought the state is picking on
Norton County.

Relations between the Norton City
Council andtheNorton County Commis-
sion were discussed as the city council
met Wednesday.

Rob Lawson, city administrator, saidhe
was disappointed with recent news cov-
erage by The Norton Telegram of the
council’ saffairs.

Mr. Lawsonsaid hebelievedtheviews
of thecity council and county commission
had been misrepresented. Mr. Lawson
said relations between the two boards
werebetter than had been portrayed by the

aper.

“We feel there has been controversy
reported that isn’t there,” Mr. Lawson
said. “Wedon't feel there sfriction. We
have some issues, but we're making
progress. Our rel ationshipispositive, not
negative.”

Inregardstotherising cost of dispatch-

ingemergency vehicles, Mr.Lawsonsaid
while it was factually accurate that the
city’ scontract putsalid onwhat they will
pay at $44,000, the city and county will
work it out. He said neither side could
affordtodoit alone.

Mr. Lawson saidthat thecity will work
with the county on landfill issues, but
therewas not enough information at this
timefor thecity to talk to the county.

Councilman Jerry Hawks said the two
sides working together is the way it has
to be.

Mr. Hawks said since he came on the
board in 1984, there have been stridesin
cooperation betweenthecity and county.
He said there needed to be give and take
on both sides.

Mr. Hawks also reported that the fi-
nance committee recommended the city

Can Norton County save $2,400 a
year and still givethe sheriff theinfor-
mation he needs?

County Commissioners pondered
the question at their meeting last week
asthey discussed a$200 per monthfee
from the state to pay for arouter line
from the Kansas Bureau of Investiga-
tion to the sheriff’ s department.

Sheriff Troy Thomsontoldthecom-
missionersthat thelinewasessential to
hiswork since it allows his peopleto
check criminal records or warrants
when an officer stops someone.

Thesheriff’ sofficeisn’ttheonly one
to use the line, commissioners were
told, it also helpsthecity policeif they
haveaproblem andisconnectedtothe
bureaus computer system.

In the past the state has paid for this

Kansas Bureau of Investigation
expenses questioned by county

service. But, with the state budget
crunch, this, likemany other thingshas
been cut fromthebudget and put onthe
county’ shills.

Commissionerssaidthat they under-
stoodthat thesheriff needstheinforma:
tion provided.

“Thisisthelifelineto your sheriff’s
department,” CommissionDeanKruse
said. “If they cut you off you' d be out
of business.”

The commissioners discussed not
payingthefee. Both Goveand Decatur
countieshave stopped paying the state
for thisservice.

The commissioners said that they
would study the expense some more
before deciding not to pay since they
understood the importance of the ser-
vicetothelaw enforcement agenciesin
