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Cold temperatures can cause
winterkill in some wheat crops

With the cold temperatures,
some of you may bewondering if
that could have caused someprob-
lemsfor thewheat.

Typically when the area re-
celvesthistypeof weather, thesoil
isnotasdry asitisnow. Soil mois-
ture acts as an insulating blanket
aroundthewheat crownwherethe
growing point is located. When
thereisvery litttlemoistureonthe
soil, thedry soil will quickly accli-
mate with air temperature. So
whenairtemperatureisextremely
cold, this stress has more of apo-
tential to cause damageto wheat.
Fortunately, someplacesdid have
snow whichalsoactsasinsulation
for the growing point. For those
fieldswhere the snow wasblown
off or did not have muchto begin
with, thereisapotential for those
areas of the field to have some
winterkill. Morethan likely these
areaswouldbethetopsof terraces
wherethewindincreased thepen-
etration of the cold into the soil.

The next question may be the
following. If | do havewinterkill,
how muchwill it affect my wheat
crop? Unfortunately, as we all
know the wheat is already in a
fragile state with a poor root sys-
tem and poor stands. Thistype of
conditionisdifficulttoreplicatein
atrial situation, but a study was
completed at Garden City werethe
percentageof winterkill wasmea-
suredforitsimpact onwhesat yield.

According to Merle Witte, K-
State agronomist in charge of the
project, the percentage of win-
terkill loss does not result in the
same percentage of yield | oss.

“Growing conditionsin early
spring whentilleringisoccurring
andduringthegrain-filling period
when kernel numbers and kernel
size are being determined affect
the extent to which winterkill
damageexpressesitself.” hesaid.
“Thus, 25 percent winterkill dam-
ageinoneyear may not beasdam-
aging as the same percent win-
terkill in another year.”

To simulate winterkill, two

methods were used. In the first
year, theappropriatepercentageof
wheat of 0, 25, 50, and 75 percent
of the wheat was hoed out, while
inthesecond year, the percentage
that wasto bekilled wasreplaced
with spring wheat which died out
over thewinter. Theaverageyield
for the check treatment (O percent
winterkill) in the first year was
about 59 bushels per acre. The
yieldfor the 25 percent winterkill
treatment was 55.3 bushels per
acre or about a 6.5 percent yield
loss. Withthe50 percent winterkill
treatment, theyieldwas50.7 bush-
€ls per acre or about a 14 percent
yieldloss. For the 75 percent win-
terkill treatment theyieldwas46.8
bushelsper acreor about a21 per-
centyieldloss.

Average yields in the second
year of the study were lower be-
cause growing conditions during
grain-filling were not as good,
Wittesaid. Thecheck or O percent
winterkill treatment yielded 46
bushels per acre. The 25 percent
winterkill treatment yielded 39
bushels per acre or closeto a 15
percent yield loss. The average
yieldfor the50 percent winterkill
treatment was 32.5 bushels per
acre(29.5 percentyieldloss), and
theaverageyieldforthe75percent
winterkill treatment was 18.5
bushelsper acre (59 percent yield
[0ss).

In addition, in both years the
most severe winterkill treatment
resulted in adelay in the heading
date with a reduction in test
weights. Inthefirstyear, therewas
only a small reduction in test
weights, whileinthesecond year,
withlessconducivegrowing con-
ditions, there was a 3.5-pound-

In conclusion, it is alwaysim-
portant to remember that wheat i <
asurvivor and hastypically been
written off beforeand hasstill pro-
duced adecent crop. However, this
condition is just one more factor
working against the wheat crop
thisyear.
