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Lady Jays take big, early lead
In Tuesday win over Oberlin

Coach Kevin Jilka's Norton
Community High School girls
basketball team made amendsfor
alowing Oberlintorally for a55-
52 overtime win on Jan. 6 in
Oberlin when they jumped out to
abig lead and held off the Lady
Red Devilsfor a54-40victory on
Tuesday in the high school gym.

In the Jan. 6 loss, Norton held
quarter leads of 12-8, 25-19 and
34-29 but Oberlin’s full court
pressforced Nortonturnoversand
sophomore guard Whitney
Newell had to hit a basket at the
buzzer totiethescoreat 45-all and
send the game into overtime,
where the Lady Red Devils pre-
vailed.

On Tuesday evening, the
Norton girlsmade up their minds
that thisscenariowould not repeat.
With five different players scor-
ing, led by sophomore center
Chelsea Cox’s three field goals
and sophomore guard Karlie
Jones' two-point basket andthree-
point basket, theL ady Jaystallied
19 pointsin the first quarter and
limited Oberlintojust 6 pointson
three baskets.

Although Norton’s point pro-
ductiondroppedto 11 pointsinthe
second quarter, the Lady Jay de-
fenseheld Oberlintojust 5 points
ontwo basketsand afreethrowto
take a 30-11 halftime lead. Jones
scored 7 of Norton’spointsinthe
second period on another two-
point and three-point basket and
two freethrows.

Both teams scored 11 pointsin
thethird period and the L ady Jays
still led by 19 pointswithonequar-
ter left. The Lady Red Devils put
upalot of shotsinthefinal stanza,
many of their attempts coming
fromlong range. They hit 4 of 29
three-point attempts in the game
andall four successful shotscame
inthefourth quarter whenthey hit
18 points. The Blue Jays hit 13
points of their own, which was
plenty tohold off therally attempt
by thevisitorsfromtheNorthwest
Kansas League. Cox hit all three
of Norton's baskets in the fourth
period asthe L ady Jaysswished 7
of 12 freethrowsin the period.

“We played great for two and
one-half quartersbut endedfight-
ingforourlives,” said CoachJilka.
“We didn’t respond well to them
making a run at us. We need to
learn to put teams away. \WWe must
makebetter decisionswhenteams
get close.

“You have to give Oberlin
credit. They played hard and we
didn’thandletheir pressureaswell
asl’'dliketo see.

“But, it wasanicewin and we
are getting better.”

Nortonextendedtheir recordto
9-6 and Oberlinfell to 7-9.

TheL ady Jaysreceived scoring
fromthepaint andfromtheperim-
eter once again. Jones was the
pointsleader asshehit 2 of 4from
long range for 50 percent, 4 of 8

fromtwo-pointlandfor 50 percent
and 6 of 12 overall fromthefield.
Shewas6of 11fromthefreethrow
linetototal 20 pointsinthegame.

Inside, Cox hit 7 of 8 from the
field for asizzling 88 percent ac-
curacy and 14 points.

Senior center Anna Berry also
shot well. She hit 4 of 8 from the
field for 50 percent and 1 of 2
charitiesfor 9 points.

Oberlin’s points came mostly
from the perimeter. Senior Abby
Ream and junior Jamie Elwood
eachhit 10pointsfor theLady Red
Devils.

As ateam, Norton shot very
well. TheLady Jayshit3of 7from
beyond the arc for 43 percent, 16
of 28 two-point attempts for 57
percentand 19 of 350verall foran
excellent 54 percent accuracy.

Meanwhile, Oberlin swished
just4of 29fromlongrangefor 14
percent, 12 of 32 two-point shots
for 38 percent and 16 of 61 over-
al for just 26 percent.

The Lady Jays scored on 13 of
28freethrowsfor 46 percentwhile
theL ady Red Devilsconnectedon
just 4 of 10for 40 percent.

Nortongrabbed 4 offensiveand
29 defensive rebounds for 33 to-
tal. Oberlinpulleddown 17 offen-
siveand 15 defensive caromsfor
32total.

Cox hadadouble-doubleasshe
pulled down 12 reboundsin addi-
tion to scoring 14 points. Berry
grabbed 6 caroms, followed by
Jones, Newell, 5 each; Amber
Engelbert, 4; BeccaEbert, 1.

Nortonhad 17 offensiveassists.
Newell and Jonesled with 5 each,
followedby Engelbert, 4; Berry, 2;
Cox, 1. Oberlin recorded 11 as-
sists.

Nortonhad 4 stealsand Oberlin
had 9. Cox wastheleader inthefts
with2; Jonesand Berry had 1 each.

ThelL ady Jayshad 23turnovers
and the Lady Red Devilshad 17
turnovers.
