Curtis Black, 125; and Bo Pfan-
nenstiel, 171.

“Theregional tournament was
just astepping stonetocompetein
thestatetournament,” said Coach
Johnson. “We set ourselves up to
bewell represented with 10wres-
tlers. | was pleased with the way
we wrestled. Going in, | thought
qualifying 11 of our wrestlers
would be about perfection. We
came very, very close to qualify-
ing11.C.J. Thielelostinovertime
to aHoxie wrestler or we' d have
had 11 at state and Hoxie would
have had nine.

“1"m proud of all of our wres-
tlersbut qualifyingfor statewasa
specia accomplishment for first-
timers Kent Mann, Nathan
Broeckelman and Curtis Black.
Adding these three to the seven
otherswho have competed in the
past will giveusalot of firepower.
If you qualified at this regional
tournament, you should have a
good chance to place in the state
tournament.

“1 was sorry that several of our
seniorsdidnot makeittostate. C.J.
Thiele lost a4-2 heartbreaker to
No. 5stateranked Doug Campbel |
of Hoxiein the consolation semi-
finals. That would have been a
huge win for us. C.J. would have
been a qualifier and Campbel
wouldhavestayedhome. C.J.was
definitely the underdog. He has
lost many timesto Campbell and
wrestled outstanding.

“Mark Maybonand Sean L auer
also went out as seniors without
qualifying for the state tourna-
ment. They wrestled well for us
thisseason.”

Coach Johnson named Scott
Goldshy the “Wrestler of the
Week” . “He defeated Beloit’s
Matt Wright, who placed fifth in
the state last year and has been
stateranked, twicein thistourna-
ment,” Johnson said of Goldsby.

Norton compiled a35-18 won-
lossrecord in thetournament and
had an outstanding 17-2 pinratio.

Thescore
wastied 2-all after one period but
Madden pulled away in the next
two periodstowin 6-3. Madden's
recordisnow 22-1.

Gienger, St. Francis. Inthecham-
pionshipfinals, hewrestled No. 4
state ranked and No. 2 seed
Michael Schamberger, Hoxie, and
wonthegold medal witha6-2de-
cision. Annon’srecord isnow 31-
2.

Gienger placedthird by pinning
No. 3 seed Travis Warner, Smith
Center, in2:37.

At 275 pounds, Michael Sprigg
isranked No. 2inthestateand he
was seeded No. 1. After drawing
afirstroundbye, hepinned Dustin
Patee, Osborne, in 38 seconds,
thenpinnedNo. 5stateranked and
No. 4 seed Heath Klein, Atwood,
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C.J. Thiele, (above)160
pound senior wrestler was
in control of Doug Camp-
bell, Hoxie, during their
critical consolation semi-fi-
nals match on Saturday.
Campbell prevailed 4-2 in
overtime. Curtis Black
(right) wrestled defending
state champion Levi Youn-
kin, Oakley, in the semi-fi-
nals. Younkin won and
Black dropped to the con-
solation bracket where he
wrestled Dylan Loyd, St.
