Pottery can be more than It appears

If youhaveinyour houseapiece
of pottery marked Gonder, do not
useittofeedthecat.

Gonder Pottery is becoming
more collectible al the time and
the supply of it isvery limited,
particularly inthispart of thecoun-
try. In all the years I’ ve been
prowling auctionsand shops|’ve
seenonly enoughitemstocounton
my fingers.

Gonder Ceramic Arts, in the
pottery capital of the U.S,
Zanesville, Ohio,wasonlyinbusi-
nessfrom 1941 until 1957.

Lawton Gonder, theowner, was
steeped in the pottery making in-
dustry from birth. His parents
workedat Weller Pottery andat the
ageof 13, hewenttowork for Ohio
Pottery pouring spouts and
handlesfor teapots.

Heworked hisway throughjobs
connectedwiththemanufacturing
of pottery and tile all over the
country but eventually returnedto
Zanesvilleto open hisown shop.

Between his experience in
manufacturing and his education
as a chemist, he was uniquely
qualified to create some of the
most unusual shapes and glazes
that ever appeared on the art pot-
tery market.

Flambeandgoldcracklearetwo
of the glazes that distinguish
Gonder from other art pottery.

Gonder was very fond of all
things Oriental and his Chinese
crackleglazereflectsthat enthusi-
asm, aswell asthedistinctly east-
ern flavor of many of his molds
and designs.

The collector searching for
Gonder isfortunatein that by the
timethispottery wasbeing manu-
factured the importance of mark-
ing had becomenoted. All Gonder
ismarked, usually inscript. Paper
labels were used and are now
highly valued on pieces. Mold
numbersand markswerea soused
on occasion but not always.

Most highly valued are pieces
that have the logo “ Gonder Ce-
ramic Arts Studio” embossed or
printed on the bottom. Lawton
Gonder did not consider his cre-
ationsaspottery but asartistic ex-
pressions, almost as scul ptures.

During the 1950swhen dinner-

drink out of those square cups
without dribbling, but the pottery
set such a pretty table it made up
for that minor flaw. Colors were
muted aqua, ivory and peach, in
contrasttothevividtonesseen on
most Gonder.

Lamp bases marked as Gonder
are usually figural with eastern
themespredominating. Tall grace-
ful figuresin kimonos or draped
robes, beautiful women’s faces,
coiled dragons, bonsai trees in
frames, Oriental junks and
strangely shaped horses, el ephants
and other animals are common
motifs that make a Gonder lamp
unmistakableto thetrained eye.

Keep your eyes open for odd
shapesand glazeswhenyou' re at
thefleamarket or picking over the
nextauctiontables. Youcouldfing
areal surprise and develop anew
enthusiasm.
