City, county close to finalizing agreement

An agreement is being reached by the
city and county about the airport.

Councilman Jerry Hawks said at
Wednesday’ sNorton City Council meet-
ing that theinterlocal cooperation agree-
ment for the joint ownership and opera-
tion of the Norton City/County Airport
has been revised.

Hesaidtheagreement in placeworked
well in the past because of the dedicated
peopleworking serving ontheboard. But,
hesaid, thecounty wouldhavewithdrawn
from the airport unless changes were
made and the city couldn’t afford to pay
for theairport by itself.

Mr. Hawks said the county commis-

sioner askedthecity tosignthenew agree-
ment, now that all the changeshavebeen
made, sothey could signit and get things
moving.

City Attorney Karen Griffithssaideven
if both the city and county signed the
agreement, it wouldn’t go into effect for
sometime, becauseit still hastogotothe
attorney general’ s office for approval.
Only after that, shesaid, wouldit be offi-
cial.

Mr. Hawks recommended that the
council have the mayor sign the agree-
ment and send it back to the county, and
then ontotheattorney general’ sofficeif
they approved. Hesaid thecity neededto
send the airport board members aletter

saying that the new agreement isn’t offi-
cial yet and telling them that they have
doneagreat job on the board.

Earlier inthe meeting, the council met
with Tom Bennett of B & G Consultants.
Mr. Bennett gavean updateontheairport
apronproject. Hesaid becausemoney was
limited, a base project was set up with
additional alternatives. The bid opening
was held April 19 and the base bid was
$184,000 from Werner Construction of
Hastings, Neb. He said the additional al-
ternates were about $43,000, totaling
around $227,000.

He said the county will be the lead
agency that the state will send the check

Thief
breaks
loose

Prisoner escapes
Jail in Oberlin

An 18-year-old prisoner, who has re-
cently been in the Norton County jail,
dropped out of theDecatur County Jail on
the fourth floor of the courthouse in
Oberlin early Tuesday, cutting out a se-
curity screen, kicking out awindow and
climbing down strips of sheetstied to-
gether.

Thoughhewenttoalot of trouble, itwas
all for naught. The Norcatur-area youth
cut himself whilefleeing, friendsturned
him in when he called asking for aride,
and by midday, hewasbackinjail, await-
ing atriptothepenitentiary — and possi-
bly facing afew morefelony charges.

Itwasaclassicescape, scalingdownthe
courthousewallson aropemade of knot-
ted sheets, but then the prisoner’s plans
startedtogoawry. Hewoundupin Colby,
staying just onejump ahead of aposse of
city and county copswho finally tracked
him down near the grade and middle
schools.

Students had been locked down be-
cause policefeared the escapee might be
armed, but noonewashurtintheincident.

Dustin Dean Rhodig, also known as
DustinCole, wasbeing heldinthefourth-
floor jail after pleading guilty to two
countsof felony theft. Hewaswaitingfor
sentencing.

InNorton County hehad been arrestec
on one count of sale or possession with
intent to sell marijuana, one county of
possession of drug paraphernalia, one
county of felony theft, one county of
criminal damageto property, two counts
of burglary and two counts of misde-
meanor theft.

Thearrest cameafter aseriesof burglar-
iesof several carsand agaragein Norton
in November and then the theft of ave-
hicleinNorton, whichwasabandonedin
Oberlinandreplaced by astolenvehicle,
which was abandoned in Norton.

He had been convicted and sentenced
here then sent to Oberlin on April 27 to
face Decatur County charges.

Rhodig pleaded guilty to stealing acar
andbreakingintoPizzaHutinOberlin. He
alsotook acar in Norton County and had
already been sentenced. He was trans-
ferredtotheDecatur Countyjail onApril
27tofacechargesthere.

Decatur County Sheriff Ken Badsky
said Rhodig apparently escaped some-
timebetween2and 4 a.m.

Thedispatcher on duty checked about
2 am., the sheriff said, and hewasin his
cell. Sheriff Badsky saiditistheonly cell
inthejail that doesn’ t haveacamerainit,
but that will change.

He said Rhodig detached a piece of
metal from theinside of thewindow. He
used it to cut out asmall box-shaped part
of the security screen over his window.
Rhodig then apparently kicked out the
upper panel of thewindow with hisfeet,
leaving somejagged edges.

He said the prisoner ripped his twc
sheetsinto strips and tied them together.
He tossed the rope out the window anc
climbed down.

Around4a.m., thesheriff said,
thedispatcher receivedacall from
awomaninNebraskathat Rhodig
had called her from inside the
Decatur Community High School
and said hewasout of jail.

Sheriff Badsky said Rhodigwas
looking for aride.

Officers from both the Oberlin
Police and the sheriff’s depart-
ment were called out and sent to
the high school. Sheriff Badsky
saidadoor at theschool apparently
had not been closed. Rhodig en-
tered the school and found the
teachers’ work room unlocked.

Using a phone there, the young
man made several calls.

Sheriff’s officers checked the
inside of the school whilethe po-
lice officers watched the doors
outside. Sheriff Badsky said he
thought the officers had just
missed the escapee.

He said they checked with the
phone company and found out
where Rhodig had called. Some
callswereplacedtoColby,andthe
policedepartment therewasnoti-
fied.

Although Rhodig had tried to
arrange for someone to pick him
up, GeorgeRuzicka sToyotapick

up turned up missing. Ruzicka
lives 2 1/2 miles east of Oberlin
and amile south.

Colby officials were derted at
6:30 am. that Rhodig might be
headed their way. Almost three
hours later, Colby Police Officer
Kevin Dierks found the pickup
abandoned on the east side of
town. Dierks told other officers
that an open box of ammunition
wasfound in the pickup.

Soon&fter that, officersfromthe
police department and Thomas
County Sheriff’s office went to
170ThompsonAve. basedontele-
phone calls. They searched the
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police, and flees to Colby

home and spoke with awoman
whotoldthem shetook Rhodigto
620 N. Grant Ave.

“Since officersgot no response
from the Grant Avenue resi-
dence,” said Gary Shull, police
investigator, “an emergency
search warrant was obtained so
that officerscould searchtheresi-
dence.”

While conducting the search,
officerslocated oneof therenters
who led them to 225 W. 2nd St.
That houseappearedto bevacant,
Shull said.

Again, an emergency search
warrant was issued, but Rhodig

was not there. Shull said officers
foundinformationthat ledthemto
twohomesablock fromthe Colby
school campus.

Shull said he called Principal
Terrel Harrison at 10:45 am. re-
guesting a lockdown just in case
Rhodig was armed and might be
looking for aplaceto hide.

Almost 30 minuteslater, thetwo
houses were cleared. Then at
11:28 am., Alan Wade, school
transportationdirector, said oneof
his drivers radioed that a man
matching the description was
walking between the administra-
tion building and Colby Middle

School on Third Street.

Officersmovedinat 11:31am.
and arrested Rhodig. Later that
afternoon, he was taken back tc
Oberlin, wherethe sheriff said he
may be charged with escapefrom
custody and criminal damage. He
also may be looking at theft anc
burglary charges for taking the
truck.

“Once Rhodig completes his
court hearingin Decatur County,”
Shull said, “hewill bereturnedtc
ThomasCounty tofacechargesof
aggravatedindecent libertieswith
al5-year-oldchild... lastyearon
Aug. 13
