Hospital
finishes
final details

TheNorton County Hospital Board dis-
cussed what still needed to be done with
renovationsat the May 19 meeting.

Maintenance Supervisor Ty Bruton
said asthe project closed, everybody got
avery positivefeeling. Hesaid therehave
been afew warranty issues, but nothing
major.

He said they wanted to take alook at
someof theolder areasof thehospital and
make them look good like the renovated
aress.

Hospital Administrator Rich Miller
said they had agreat turnout at the dedi-
cation ceremony with over 300 peoplein
attendance. Hesaid hereally appreciated
everyone' shelp.

Mr. Miller saidthey wereintheprocess
of closing the U.S. Department of Agri-
culture Rural Development loan for
$950,000 and woul d be meeting with the
Norton County Commissioners.

He said they planned on using the
money fromtheloanto pay off temporary
loansprovided by twoNortonbanks. The
rural developmentloanrequiresareserve
account with one-tenth of theannual pay-
ment amount for ten yearsbeing held in
the account. The money can be used to
makethefinal payment.

He said they secured a 4.375 percent
interest rate on the loan, which will save
the hospital about $2,400 ayear for 20
years.

In other business, the board:

» Met with Bruce Cook, the hospital’ s
new certifiedregistered nurseanesthetist.

Mr. Cook said he was very impressec
with the hospital and staff and had been
introducing himself to the doctors and
nurses. Hesaid hehas27 yearsof experi-
enceandislookingforwardtobeingable
tohelpthe peoplein Norton County. Mr.
Cook saidthenursesat the hospital have
done a good job and he thinks they
multitask well.

» Went over the revised employee
policy manual with Shannon Farber, su-
pervisor of humanresources. After look-
ing the manual over, the board approved
it.

* Heard that in April the hospital had
370 patient days, 66 admissions, five ba-
bies, 34 surgeries (30 outpatient, four in-
patient), 6,839 outpatient procedures, 560
physical therapy procedures and 1,354
Doctor’sClinicvisits.

* Weretold by Chief Financial Office
Brian Carltonthatin April thehospital had
$770,000 in revenue, $185,000 in con-
tractual adjustment, and $569,000in op-
erating expenses. That givesanetincome
of about $62,000 in April and $168,000
year-to-date.

 Agreed to ask for a one or two mill
increasein the tax levy. Mr. Miller said
after looking at someof themill levy’ sof
other northwest Kansas hospitals, he
thought it would be agood idea. He said
anincreaseinthelevy would let the hos-
pital stay more competitive.

* L earned that the Dairyland Informa-
tion systemtraining room hasbeen set up
withsix computers. Mr. Carltonsaid they
wereworking on getting theinformation
put together and files built, so people
could begintraining. Hesaid in July, the
hospital would have four or five people
fromDairyland here. Thehospital will be
upandrunningonthenew systemby July
5.

Theindex providesimportant in-
formation to help you plan your
outdoor activitiesinwaysthat pre-
vent over-exposure to the sun.
