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Norton boys place third in State Track Meet

Coach Bruce Graber's Norton
Community High School boys
track team earned the third place
trophy in Class 3A in the Kansas
StateHigh School TrackandField
Meet on Friday and Saturday at the
Cessna Stadium in Wichita.

Competing in the largest prep
track meet in the nation, with
nearly 3,600 competitors, theBlue
Jays compiled 34.33 points, just
4.66 points behind Minneapolis
who tallied 39 to place second.
Hillsboro won the championship
with 48 points.

NortonandMinneapolistiedfor
thirdintheregional meettheweek
before with 71 points and Beloit
was the regional winner with 76
points. The Trojans were the de-
fending state champions but did
not fare as well in the state meet
thisyear, placing 20th with 13.33
points.

Phillipsburg finished fourth in
Norton’'s regional meet but was
able to score only 11 points and
tied for 22nd.

Thomas More Prep-Marian of
Haysand Conway Springstiedfor
fourthwith 33 points. Oakley tied
for 17th with 15 points.

TwoNortongirlscompetedand
they scored 2 pointstotiefor 33rd.

The Minneapolis girls placed
fourth with 46 points. Beloit was
fifthwith 38 and Oakley scored 5
totiefor 24th.

“I"'m really proud of our boys
and girls track athletes,” said
Coach Graber. “ They realize that
great things happen when you
work hard andbelieveinyourself.

“1 tell al our athletesthat med-
als get tarnished but memories of
theexperiencearemostimportant.

“It's been a great spring and
great year for our athletes. They
areto be commended for all they
have accomplished all year long.

“Itwasagreat way for our senior
boysto go out. Thelast two years
have been great. They won the
Mid-Continent League champi-
onship and placed second in the
regional both years, finishedfifth
ayear ago in the state meet and
third thisyear.”

InClass 1A, the Logan girls of
the Cheyenne Conference scored
16 pointstotiefor 12th place.

The Jennings boys of theWest-
ernKansasL iberty Leaguescored
8 pointsto tiefor 28th.

The Northern Valley boys tal-
lied 4 pointstotiefor 41st.

The Hoxie girls of the North-
west Kansas L eague placed sec-
ondinClass2A with50points. St.
Francis of the Northwest Kansas
League was ninth with 20 points.
Trego Community High School of
the Mid-Continent League fin-
ished tenth with 19 points. Smith
Center of the MCL placed 12th
with 16 points. Oberlin of the
Northwest Kansas L eague fin-
ishedin 17thplacewith 12 points.
Osborne of the MCL was 19th
with 11 points. Ellis and
Plainevillegirls, bothof theMCL,
were 24th with 9 points and 25th
with 8 points, respectively. Hill
City, also of the MCL, scored 3
pointsto place 39th.

In Class 2A boys competition,
Smith Center placed fourth with
32.5 points. Oberlin finishedina
tie for ninth with 22 points.
Osbornewas 15th with 20 points
and St. Francis was 18th with 15
points. Ellis of the MCL finished
in 22nd with 10 points. Trego
scored 5 pointsto place 29th. Hill
City and Hoxietied for 36th with
3 pointseach.

In Friday’s
preliminaries, he was timed in
14.77 in the 110 hurdles and was
clockedinanNCHSschool record
timeof 14.17in Saturday’sfinals.
Sloanbrokehisownschool record
the week before in the regional
meet when heran 14.20.

Sloan won his preliminary 300
meter hurdlesflight on Friday with
a clocking of 40.04. Jay Coles,
Cimarron, won the other flight of
the day with atime of 39.98.

In Saturday’ sfinals, Sloanwon
the gold with atime of 39.93 and
Coleswas second in 40.59.

Sloanalsocleared6' 2" totiefor
third in the high jump.

Afourtheventfor Sloanwasthe
4 x 100 meter relay where heran
with senior Jared Foley, junior
Seth Mills and freshman Blake

VanEaton. They finishedfourthin
their heat on Friday with atimeof
44.44 and placed sixth in
Saturday’s finals with a clocking
of 44.59.

Athletes’ times on Saturday
were generally not as good as on
Friday dueto windy conditions.

Norton senior Jared Foley
placed fourth in his preliminary
200 meter race on Friday with a
time of 23.77 to qualify for
Saturday’s finals. He recorded a
23.90inthefinalstoplacesecond
behind Ryan Mortimer of Minne-
apolisby just two-tenths of asec-
ond.

Foley just missedqualifyingfor
thefinalsinFriday’spreliminaries
of the 400 meter dash. He was
clockedin51.54 and placed fifth.
Qualifying in fourth was Austin
Hamilton, Belle Plaine, with a
time of 51.51, just three-hun-
dredths of asecond faster.

The fourth place runner in the
other preliminary flight was
clockedin51.58, four-hundredths
slower than Foley.

Foley and Evan Kahle, Oakley,
werebothtimedin49.6inthere-
gional meet. Judgespicked Kahle
thewinner. Foley’ stimewasanew
NCHS school record. Kahle also
didnot runasfast at thestatemeet.
Hemadethefinas, however, and
placedfourthwithatimeof 50.74.
Denny Tweedy, Phillipsburg, was
fifthwith atime of 51.09.

“Itwasagreat way for Sloanto
end his career,” said Coach
Graber. “Hewas in the high risk
hurdlesracesandthe4x 100 meter
relay andreally camethrough. He
didn'tgoashighashis6’'6” school
record in the high jump but did
well considering the pressures of
the other threeraces.

“We finished only six-hun-
dredths of asecond out of thirdin
the4x 100 meter relay. That'shalf
astridedifference.

“Our boys had a disappointing
day on Friday. We just didn’t get
done what we wanted. We had
some |etdowns but bounced back
on Saturday and did great!

“Thechampionshipwasstill on
thetable. | told them to just keep
doing what we' vebeendoing and
let the chipsfall wherethey may.
We competed alot better on Sat-
urday. We gave all you could ask
for. The conditions on Saturday
were nasty. The wind was strong
and swirling and times were not
very good but our boyshandled it
well.

“We were back in the hunt on
Saturday. Foley ranthe200 meters
inlane eight. It’'sthe hardest lane
toruninbut heranagreatrace. He
vindicated himself from his 400
meter run on Friday. He barely
made the 200 meter finalson Fri-
day, then came from behind to
place second on Saturday.”

Also completing his track and
field career for Nortonwassenior
Joel Griffiths. A major points
scorer al seasonfor theBlue Jays
intheshot put anddiscus, hequali-
fied for the state meet in only the
discus. Hemissedqualifyinginthe
shot put by oneinchintheregiona
meet.
