The International Bowhunter Education
Program is astandardized education course,
taught by volunteers, on bowhunting which
covers: Bowhunter Responsibilities, Game
Laws, Proper Bowhunting Equipment,
Safety, Wildlife Conservation, Equipment,
Survival & First Aid, Techniques,
Bowhunting Methods, Practice, Harvesting
Game, Scouting, Anatomy, etc.

Kansas' 12-and 13-year oldarcherswill be
allowedtobowhunt for deer. HouseBill 2303,
Which passed 1997 state legisl ative session,
created this change. The bill also mandates
that those interested must have passed both
hunter education and bowhunter education.

Bowhunting educationisrequired in New
York, New Jersey, Rhode Island, Alaska,
Idaho, Kentucky, Louisiana, South Dakota,
Washington, Connecticut, Montana, Ne-
braska, Maine, and in the Canadian province
of Nova Scotia. It isalso required at several
federal wildlife refuges around the United
States. Compl etion of abowhunter education
courseisnot required, for personsover 13, to
bowhunt in Kansas.

Bowhunter education in Kansasisadmin-

istered by theK ansasDepartment of Wildlife
and Parks, usingthel nternational Bowhunter
Education Program (IBEP). Approximately
230 students are certified each year in Kan-
sas. Therearecurrently 300 certified IBEPin-
structorsinKansas. Over 2,000 studentshave
completed the Kansas IBEP course. A list of
scheduled classesislisted onthissite!

The goal isto perpetuate bowhunting by
providing the fundamentals of good, safe
bowhuntingwith anappreciationand respect
for theenvironment and to maintainthehigh-
est standardsfor the sport.

The objective of the IBEP isto instill in
bowhuntersaresponsible attitude, and to as-
sisttheminadoptingandfollowingacceptable
behavior towardspeople, wildlifeandtheen-
vironment inwhich they hunt.
