Annual permits may be purchased at the
Prairie Dog State Park Officefrom 8 am. to
4:30 p.m. Sunday through Thursday or from
8am.to8p.m. on Friday and Saturday. An-
nual permitsare $45.50 and $23.25 for those
over 65. Buyinganannua permitearlierinthe
week will reduce traffic problemsthe day of
the celebration.

If thereisinclement weather or very strong
winds, the fireworkswill be postponed until
Monday, July 5. Postponement will be an-
nounced on KQNK Radio FM 106.7.

Viewing of thefireworkswill be best from
Prairie Dog State Park. Bring lawn chairs, a
picnic and come early enough to get a good
spot for the show.
