BB gun shooters tie for first on written test

Nortonscoreda480x 5000nthe
writtentesttotiefor highwithfour
other teams. All five Nortonteam
members, Kyle Edgett, 13; Brock
Lauer, 13; Kerby Brandyberry, 13;
J.D. Gall, 12; and Katie Gall, 10,
scored a96 x 100 onthetest. Each
question counted for two points
and each missed two different
questions.

Lauer’s gun problem from the
kneeling position, thefinal of four
shooting positions, isan example
of how many points just one gun
malfunction can cost a team.
Norton was on its way to an out-
standing score from the kneeling
position when difficulties oc-
curred and adjustments had to be
madehurriedly sinceshootersare
under atime limit. Lauer ended
with a 72 score which, conserva-
tively, wasat | east 20 pointsunder
what he would normally shoot.
Twenty-one points more would
havemoved Nortonupintothetop
10inthefinal standings.

“There are probably many
placesthat we could have picked
up 50 morepointsin shooting and
that would have put usin conten-
tion for the championship,” said
Coach Lauer. “ Some shoots just
don’t turn out the way you'd like
but we havegood young boysand
girlsinthisprogram and they did
their bestandthat’sall you canask.
We are very proud of them.”
