“My trip to Ireland”
as told by JoAnn Long

June 10 found myself and two
daughters, Stephanie Kirk,
Henderson, Texas, Roxie Schuster
and her 15 month old daughter,
Margaret, Milford, Ohio, gathered
in the Philadelphia airport for a ten
day trip to Dublin, Ireland, and
London, England. We were met at
the Dublin airport by our cousin
and her husband, Dorine (Dwyer)
and Bernie Groome, who operates
a bed and breakfast in Kennegad,
40 miles out of Dublin. We had a
rental car arranged but after we got
a few miles down the narrow road,
driving on the left hand side of the
road, the steering wheel on the
right hand and gas at 5 Euro a gal-
lon, we decided unanimously to go
by bus to our sights!

We found Ireland to be a little
damp and windy, however, this
was eased by the excitement of the
upcoming days ahead and our
