The Rock Island and the Chi-
cago, Burlington and Quincy
(CB&Q) railroads served Norton
inthe 1950s.

Passenger serviceintoNortonon
the Rock Idand Rocket was twice
daily from Denver to Chicago.

The CB&Q route was ran
through Oberlin, Kanona, Norcatur,
Reager, (Oronogue near Dellvale)
and then into Norton. The CB& Q
from Norton continued onto Calvert
and Almenaand eventually entered
NebraskatojointheCB& Qmainline.

Passenger service was a gas-
electric “doodlebug” that looked

somewhat likeastreetcar. It carries
passengers, freight, and creamcans
asit madeitsjourney into Oberlin.

On Dec. 23, 1947, therewas
collision between a passenger
train onthe Chicago, Rock Island
and Pacific Railroad and amotor-
truck at a grade crossing near
Dellvale, which resulted in the
death of the driver of the motor-
truck andtwotrain-serviceemploy-
ees, andtheinjury of fivepassengers
and six railway-mail clerks.

Thetruck camefromthe Co-of
oil refinery at Phillipsburg. The
driver, not named in the official
accident report, isaMr. Heaton
and hewaskilled in the accident.
Mr. Young's grandfather, Clyde
Smith, wastheacting police chief
in Norton at the time of the acci-
dent. He recalls going to Norton
and seeing theburned enginesanc
haspi cturesof thistrainwreck that
were taken by Bill Clarke in
Phillipsburg.

Nails or tacks should never be
driventhrough aflagto hangit. If
not displayed draped on arod or
pole by grommets and cord, itis
permissible to attach ribbon tab
loops along the top edge, run a
dowel throughthetabsanddisplay
aflag flat using the dowel as a
hanger.

And using aflag as alounge
throw or couch cover isjust not
appropriate. Choose an afghan
that hasaflag motif or colors, per-
haps, but not an authentic flag.

A widevariety of red, whiteand
bluefabricswith stripesand stars
asthemes are available to give a
roomagreat patrioticfeel without
destroying or misusing our be-
loved national symbol.

Needlepointed or crocheted
flags kept alot of war wives and
mothers occupied during long,
anxious hours. One, two or a
grouping of theseitemswill serve
toremindfriendsandfamily of our
heritage and should be proudly
displayed in any home.

It was 1912 before strict flag
standards were developed, so
thereare alot of unique Colonial
flags of Revolutionary War years
that are very old and extremely
valuableand collectible.

Not many are seen in the Mid-
west slightly more availablerari-

tiesare33-star pre-Civil War flags,
43-star flags, thosewith 8-point or
gold stars, or inscriptions.

A 50-star flag sold at auctionlast
week, still sealed in the original
box. How sad.

Thehouseholdsof fallen veter-
ans treasure the folded flag that
wasgiventothemasthefinal trib-
utetotheir loved one. If your flag
has afamily or military history,
recorditforyour childrenandtheir
children, that they may valueit as
an heirloom with meaning.
