This year we celebrate the 200th

anniversary of the Lewis and
Clark Expedition, which opened
up the West to exploration and
settlement.

Library board member Mary
Beth Boyd has prepared an exhibit
to entertain and educate Norton
Public Library patrons. The cen-
ter case features commemorative
medallions, coins, and first-day
cover stamps that portray the two
explorers.

A children’s book, “Seaman’s
Journal” tells their story from their
black Labrador dog’s point of
view and shows them in more
down-to-earth terms.

Several books in the exhibit pro-
vide maps and journals that re-
count the trials and hardships of
their journey.

Many other items of interest,
such as keychains, coffee mugs,
and desk boxes are included to
serve as mementos commemorat-
ing the historic journey.

In coordination with the Lewis
and Clark display, David and
Nadine Benson have returned to
share more of their collection of
native Indian beading and tanning.

Actual pieces of trade cloth and
authentic Lewis and Clark trade
beads are the highlight of this
group, some of which are on loan
from Colorado friends. The trade
beads are particularly beautiful,
brightly colored and designed and

it is noted that red beads required
gold in the manufacturing process,
so were the most valued for trade.

A beaded Blackfoot Indian
dress, an almost pure white beaded
pipe and tobacco case and a unique
knife case are also offered for
viewing.

An important factor in explor-
ing the Western frontier was the
horse and one of the most valuable
resources found were the vast
herds of wild horses on the prai-
ries.

Surely no child has grown up
without a toy horse of some kind
and for many, their fondest wish
has been a horse of their own.

Scott and Chance Harman did
not lack for horses in their grow-
ing-up years.

They took such good care of
their extensive herd of Breyer
horses that they are still around to
be shared with us today. The stand-
ing case at Norton Public Library
has become a corral full of prime
horseflesh with nary a damaged
tail nor a broken leg. Very well
made and well posed, they’re a joy
to behold. Come take a look.

Casey Meyers fills the art de-
partment with a mixed media ex-
hibit that shows her versatile tal-
ents. Pottery, oil painting, water
color, pencil and prints, both block
and silk screen, provide a buffet to
please any art enthusiast. Some of
the pottery is classic, some inno-
vative.
