Several new faces appeared in

victory lane Saturday evening at
Elmwood Park Speedway as three
of the four divisions saw first time
winners this season.

The 20-lap IMCA Modified fea-
ture was more of a survival contest
than a motor race as only 6 cars of
the 17 that started were running at
the finish. The race was marred by
several cautions with each one
claiming at least one driver. Nor-
ton’s Steve Reedy led the opening
lap, but gave way to Chris Bragg
of Springtown, Texas, on lap 2.

Another first time winner at
Norton this year was J.R. Mc-
Creery, also of Stockton. Mc-
Creery took the lead on lap 4 from
Lenora’s Jay Hackmeister in the
IMCA Stock Car main event. The
lone caution of the race came on
lap 6 when Kelly Ford looped his
car in turn 2. McCreery was able
to hold on to the checkers over a
fast closing Josh Hudson. Hach-
meister held to third, followed by
Jason Rogers and Randy Clydes-
dale. Nathan Glendening, Clydes-
dale and Ford won the three heat
races.

Wade Wagenblast of Deshler,

Neb., picked up his second win of
the season at Elmwood Park in the
IMCA Hobby Stock class. Justin
Wagner of Culbertson, NE, led the
opening lap but Kensington’s
Cory Struckhoff took command
on lap 2. This race also had only
one caution, coming on lap 7 when
Barry Schoen coasted to a stop on
the track. Struckhoff was able to
hold off Wagenblast 2 more laps
until Wade drove to the point on
lap 8 and went on to beat Struck-
hoff to the finish. Wagner, Kale
Shank and Kelly Karnopp round-
ed out the top five.

Annon & Wonderly, who have fin-
ished in the bridesmaid position
more than once this season, inher-
ited the lead on the tenth lap of the
12-lap feature when leaders Jer-
emy Jensen & Rick Touslee pulled
to the infield during a caution pe-
riod. The Norton duo were able to
hang on the final three laps for the
win. Jeff Kleen & Mark Goebel
finished third. Heat race winners
were Jensen & Touslee and Gary
Rannebeck & Jason Albrecht.
