In response to reader requests
and suggestions, the Old Collec-
tor will turn occasionally into the
Old Cook and offer some vintage
recipes for your enjoyment. Not
low cal, not low carb, not low fat,
not quick’n easy cooking — just
tried and true family
favorites.

Many of you know
that my late husband
LeRoy was an enthusi-
astic gardener. He al-
ways called it his
therapy.

You can take the boy
off the farm but — you
know the rest, don’t
you? We ate fresh
foods all summer and
we pickled, froze,
canned and even dehy-
drated the extra. It re-
ally stretched our gro-
cery budget.

His working com-
panions also profited
not only from his gen-
erosity in sharing gar-
den tips but his cook-
ing skills.

This cake was the
last thing LeRoy
baked before his ill-
ness prevented him

from cooking. I helped him with it
that year, but I never really made
the cake. He was a chemist and
measured; I’m a slapdash “who
measures salt?” cook.

We found this recipe the year he
raised a bumper crop of zucchini

and we ran out of
friends who would
take them. The chil-
dren say we made
them drag wagonloads
of squash all over the
neighborhood trying
to give them away.

Remember that it is
unwise to leave your
car doors unlocked
during this season of
the year lest the zuc-
chini elves find their
way to your block!

The folks at the bank
waited all year for the
day he brought in this
treat, thus the name.

TIP: Shredded zuc-
chini is best if left to sit
in a colander for
awhile before use so
excess moisture drips
away. We even
pressed it down with a
paper towel to absorb
a bit more.

FIRST SECURITY’S FAVORITE
2 1/2 cups sifted flour
1/4 cup cocoa
1 tsp. baking soda
1 tsp. salt
1/2 cup real butter
1 3/4 cups sugar
1/2 cup cooking oil
2 eggs
1 tsp. vanilla
1/2 cup buttermilk
2 cups unpeeled, finely grated zucchini
3/4 cup chopped walnuts or pecans
1 cup semi-sweet chocolate chips

Sift together flour, cocoa, soda and salt. In an-
other bowl beat butter, sugar and oil, then eggs and
vanilla. Mix well and start adding dry ingredients
alternately with the buttermilk. Last, stir in zucchini.

Use a greased and floured 9-inch-by-13-inch
glass pan. Pour in, smooth and sprinkle nuts and
chips over top. Bake at 325 degrees for 45 minutes
or until tester comes out clean. May vary with
moisture in zucchini.

Great alone but really out of this world served
warm with a scoop of vanilla ice cream. Freezes well.

Astronaut
program
starts soon

Five will
receive
trust loan

The Trustees of the Tho-
mas D. Morgan Trust have
selected Norton Community
High School graduates
Sheila Harvey, Brian Luft,
Sean Lauer, Amy Myers and
Nick Green to receive inter-
est-free loans for the 2004-
’05 school year.

There are ten students, in-
cluding this year’s recipi-
ents, receiving loans from
the Trust. The Thomas Mor-
gan Trust has loaned over
$250,000 since the begin-
ning of this interest-free pro-
gram.

The program is designed
to aid students seeking edu-
cation in colleges, universi-
ties, vocational technical
schools and most other insti-
tutions of higher learning,
excluding areas related to
medicine or law.

The interest-free loan pro-
gram was arranged by Mr.
Morgan during his lifetime
and is paid for by a bequest
from his estate. Under the
program, any Norton Com-
munity High School gradu-
ate is eligible.
