A DAY AT THE CARP DERBY

Theweather was hot but fishing was good
at the 24th annual Busch Carp Derby at the
Keith Sebelius Reservoir last month. Fisher-
men divided up into 27 two-person teamsto
catch 253 poundsof carp or 332 fish.

The top ten teams who snagged the most
fish received cash prizes.

Winnerswere determined by counting the
number of fish caught per team. The largest
fish per team wasweighed each day.
