Mrs. Schilligsaidthey foundnew
unitsfor $305apiecefromTri-anim,
asupply company they have used
before. Shesaid theweb-site price
is$375, but the company isgiving
them aprice-break.

Shesaid they think they need a
total of four new units, but al of the
checkshaven't beenfinished. She

said they definitely needed to re-
place the two that wouldn’t work
beforetheinspection.

The state will call, giving the
department 48 hours notice of
when the inspection will be.

Commissioner JohnMiller said
thetotal price of two new unitsis
over the $500 bid policy, so they
needed to get asecond bid to stay
inpolicy.
