Colored kitchen tools all
the rage with collectors

Itisaconstant sourceof amaze-
ment and amusement to talk with
people about their particular pas-
sion. Duringmany anauction|’ve
watched with my mouth hanging
open as bidders went to unprec-
edented lengthsto obtain anitem
that was of valueto only thewin-
ner and theloser.

Theexpressiononthefaceof the
winner isawaysworth the battle
but my sympathiesusually liewith
the loser since I’ ve been one so
often myself.

A collectiblecategory that takes
yearsof timeand patiencetoaccu-
mulate is that of amatched set of
colored wooden-handled kitchen
utensils. Itall beganabout 20years
ago when children of the’ 50s be-
came nostalgic about those red-
handledkitchentool sthey recalled
fromtheir mothers' kitchens.

Perhaps, they had a few of
Mom’s old favorites and had
|earned how sturdy theol der tools
were. Perhaps, they foundthat you
couldn’'t make a decent sponge
cake without that funny flat egg
whipthat Mom had. Perhapsthey
just liked red.

At any rate, red-handled tools
becamered-hot overnight and the
antique dealers and flea market
vendors scrambled to show and
sell every one they could scrape
up.

Then someone a bit older re-
membered green-handle kitchen
tools and the rush was on to find
what has become “ 1940s green”.
When green and red became hard
tofindandabit highin price, col-
lectorsstartedlookingfor handles

painted with ivory and narrow
greenstripesin combinationwith
red.

The latest thing is the pink-
handleutensil setsfromthe1950s.
One short-lived company even
produced aline of charcoal gray
and pink tools that are so scarce
they areworththeirweightingold
toavid’50sfans.

Just the other day, | found a
mystery kitchentool withanaqua
blue handle. Maybe the next
craze?

One of the major reasonsthese
old tools are hard to find is those
painted wooden handles. Paint
peelsoff and somewoodssplit af -
ter years of use and washing, es-
pecially when washed in the
harsher detergentsusedyearsago.
Before dishwashing flakes and
fluids came along, my mother
made her homemade lye soap
scraps into squishy soap gel for
dishwashing.

Nowonder wood and paint suf-
fered, nottomentionthehandsthat
did thewashing. Scarcity alsore-
sulted when the purchase of
newer, trendier tool srelegated the
old faithfuls to the children’s
sandpile or the garden plot or the
barn. If you were too poor or too
thrifty to buy new, however, your
contributions to today’s collec-
tionsare appreciated.

in someways but flimsier in oth-
ers. Wooden handles didn’t melt
but they could scorchorwarp. Tin
bent, zinc corroded, pot metal pit-
ted when used with salt.
Eggbeaters with flexible wire

loopsfouled up easily.

Aluminum was touted as the
best and newest onthe market but
it, too, had some drawbacks. Still
alot of those tools endured years
of hard useinthedayswhen cook-
ing wasamost afull-timejob for
the ordinary woman.

A pegboardarrangement of vin-
tage color-handle tools brings &
hint of history to your modern
kitchenplusit’sasure-fireconver-
sation starter.

“My grandmahad onejust like
that” isheard again and again by
the cooking utensil collector.

If only they couldtalk, thereare
aworld of storiesto be told by
dented sifters, slightly manglec
"tater mashers, and worn down
gravy-stirrin’ spoons — years of
meals made day in and day out,
recipes that were roaring suc-
cesses and those that were miser-
able flops, menus long-forgotten
and holiday dinnerswe' |l always
remember.

Give those humble tools their
due. They'veearnedit.
