Didyour mother wear anapron?
Or perhapsyour grandmother?

My mama always wore an
apron. | would be willing to bet
that very few youngwomentoday
evenownone, muchlesswear one.
How sad that such a useful piece
of apparel has become only acu-
riosity to be collected.

In the early years of my lifel
remember Mama wearing old
fashionedcover als. They hadbig
bibs and straps that crossed and
buttoned in the back, a generous
skirt as long as her house dress,
large, capaciouspocketsandlong
sashties. Homestitched fromfeed
sack material that wasn't quite
pretty enough for dresses, aprons
of dark paisley printswerefavored
because they didn’t show spots.
Like the U.S. soldier, farm wife
apronsweretheretoserveand pro-
tect.

Not only were wardrobes and
laundry options limited, but
housekeepingitself wasnot atidy
businessin early days.

No automatic washersand dry-
ers, much less permanent press,
convenience foods, dishwashers
or microwaves. A farm wife car-
ried coal scuttles, butchered chick-
ens, picked garden sass, toted gar-
bagebucketstothehogs, gathered
eggs, fried spattering foods,
washed greasy pots and pans and
performed dozens of other messy
tasksinthecourseof atypical day.
A good, sturdy apronwasan abso-
lute necessity. If company turned
in at the drive, off came that
grubby apron and afresh onewas
tied onin ajiffy. A crisp, clean
apron made you feel like alady
evenif you'dworked likeaslave
all day.

An apron was truly a multi
tasker. Pickingupthecornerscre-
ated ahandy pouch for transport-
ing a batch of green beans, the
stray egg or two or a misplaced
kitten. It could serve asakerchief
