Not going to war was one of the hard-
est thingsArmand Girard ever had to do.
WhenWorldWar |1 brokeout and histwin
brothers headed off, the seminarian
wanted to join the thousands of young
men all over Americawho werejoining
up tofight. But hedidn’t.

Afteralotof prayer and discussionwith
hisparents, advisorsandfamily, hestayed
intheseminary and completed hiseduca-
tiontobecomeaCatholicpriest and even-
tually amonsignor.

On Monday his funeral service was
held in St. Mary Queen of the Universe
Catholic Churchin Salina.

Hewas83and, over hisalmost 60years
inthe priesthood, hetouched thelives of
peopleacrossthestateincluding thosein
Norton as he served as pastor of St.
Francisof Assisi Churchfrom 1975-' 85.

His association with Norton was so
strong that members of the board of Val-
ley Hope attended the funeral despite &
weather forecast for freezing drizzle.

At his 50th anniversary as a priest in
1995, Msgr. Girard spokeof thedifficulty
he had in both going to the seminary and
staying there.

He said he remembered the girlswere
all so pretty and he knew that as a priest
