Husky girls beat Logan 68-57
to take third in league tourney

The Northern Valley High
School basketball team ended in
fourth place in  the Cheyenne Con-
ference Basketball Tournament.

“After having played this team

little short, but only after showing
a ton of heart and determination to
try and come back and beat them,”
said Coach Dibble. “We were
sluggish for the first three quarters
on offense and then came alive in
the fourth scoring 23 and coming
from 14 down to tie the game at 45.

“Unfortunately we had a missed
shot and a turnover toward the end
of the game and had to foul them.
They scored 10 of their 14 points
in the fourth from the foul line, so
give them credit for stepping to the
free-throw line and doing what

they had to win the game.
“We need to keep this week in

perspective, because we will defi-
nitely face Eastern Heights and
Logan for regular season games
and depending on how the re-
gional seedings end up, we will
potentially face Palco somewhere
down the road.
