Extendingtheir seasonrecordto
10-2, CoachKevinJilka’ sNorton
Community High School varsity
girls basketball team rebounded
from their loss to No. 7 state
ranked Goodland on Tuesday with
a 70-53 Mid-Continent League
win at Victoriaon Friday.

TheL ady Jaysplayedfour quar-
tersof outstanding basketball and
hit 58 percentfromthefieldbutdid
notreally pull away fromtheL ady
Knightsuntil thefinal stanza.

“1 wasn't sure how we would
respond after Tuesday’s loss but
wereactedvery well,” said Coach
Jilka.

“Offensively, wewerevery ef-
ficient all night long and did alot
of goodthings.Againsttheir press,
wedidagreatjobof attackingitall
night and scoring out of it.

“Defensively, we still need
somework but weplayedbetterin
the fourth quarter and that hel ped
uswin.”

Junior center Chelsea Cox hit
threebaskets, junior center Becca
Ebert added two basketsand jun-
ior guard Whitney Newell and se-
nior forward Amber Engelbert
each hit abasket asNorton took a
14-11lead inthefirst quarter.

The Lady Jays had their best
scoring quarter in the second
stanza when they poured in 20
points. Victoriawasnot far behind,
however, asthe Lady Knightstal-
lied 17 points and only trailed
Norton by 34-28 at halftime.

Engelbert and Newell were on
target from the perimeter in the
second quarter. Newell swished
two field goals and three free
throwsand Engelbert hitthreebas-
kets and two charities. Junior
guard KarlieJonesgaveapreview
of things to come as she buried a
three-point shot and Cox hit an-
other basket.

Victoriawouldn'tgoaway inthe
third quarter and Norton outscored
them by just 18-16to extend their
lead to 52-44. Cox had abig quar-
ter as she hit four baskets. Ebert
swished two baskets. Newell,
Jones and Engelbert each con-
nected for abasket.

Thefourth quarter belonged to
theL ady Jaysasthey outscoredthe
Lady Knights 18-10towin by 16
points. Jones led the way offen-
sively as she hit four baskets.
Engelbert hit two basketsand two
freethrowsand Cox hit two more
baskets before fouling out.

Cox wasleading scorer with 20
points on 10 of 15 basketsfor 67
percent accuracy. Engel bert added
18 pointson 7 of 8 from thefield
forasizzling 88 percentand4 of 5
from thefield for 80 percent.

Jonesscored 13 pointson 1 of 3
frombeyondthearcfor 33 percent,
5 of 7 two-point shots for a net-
smoking 71 percent and 6 of 10
overall for 60 percent marksman-
ship.

Newell tallied 11 pointson 4 of
10fromthefieldfor 40 percentand
3 of 4 charitiesfor 75 percent.

Junior Chelsey Dreiling was
leading scorer for Victoriawith 11
points. Sophomore Kelsey
Robben added 10 and senior Jes-
sicaKuhntallied 9.
