The
Greek language (the original language of the New Testament)
uses four separate words that describe different kinds of hu-
man affection that are all translated as ‘love’ in English.

The Greek word ‘eros’ is defined as a passionate emotion. It
is physical sexual attraction, infatuation or lust for power,
wealth or fame. It is also indicative of the strong feelings of
patriotism. It is commonly selfishly motivated and arises from
a person’s own in-
ner desires.

The Greek word
‘storge’ is an affec-
tionate emotion.
This love is a natu-
rally born emotion
and is typical of the
bonds between
parent and child or
the attraction be-
tween a loyal citi-
zen and a trustwor-
thy ruler.

Both of these
types of love are
very unstable and
are easily affected
by present circum-
stances. They can
wax cold and wane
depending on the
whim of the day.

Unfortunately,
these are the very
two types of love
that seem to be
most widely
sought after. Cer-
tainly most forms
of media and music
promote these
forms of ‘love.’ It is
interesting to note
that neither of
these words is used
for the love found
in the New Testa-
ment.

A third type of
love is ‘phileo.’
This is the cherish-
ing and endearing
love of a husband
and wife, family
members for one
another, or the love
of life-long friends.
