and healthinsurance.

Thereport said 5,378.13tonsof
asphalt millings were purchased
from Sporer Land Development
for $2/tonfor atotal of $10,756.25
and 14,968 tons of millingswere
bought from VentureCorporation
for $2.45/ton, totaling $36,672.74.

Also, 3,366 cubic yards of
gravel waspurchasedfor atotal of
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$2,524.50.

Thereport said the department
spread millingsonapproximately
54 miles of county road with an
average cost per mile of
$3,090.12, while gravel was
spread onapproximately 30 miles
of county road for an average cost
per mile of $678.09.

Bridge repair cost the depart-
ment $1,615.17 in labor,
$5,401.60 in materials and
$1,066.48in equipment for atotal
of $8,083.85. Bridgeconstruction
totaled $28,283.69 for labor,
$14,987.62 for materials and
$18,242.51 for equipment, mak-
ingthetotal cost $176,071.26 plus
$16,893.95 for engineering. For
federally aided bridges, the de-
partment spent $52,470 on con-
struction costsand $45,935.59on
engineering costs for atotal of
$98,405.59.
