District selects

five things to do
with scarce cash

The Norton School Board has
decided which capital outlay
projects it wants Superintendent
Greg Mann to check out.

Mr. Mann said the district
needed to keep its capital outlay
expenditures below $100,000 in
2005. Preferably, he said, they
shoul d bekept to around $80,000.

At the last school board meet-
ing, Mr. Mann asked board mem-
bers to rank which projects were
most important.

The top five choices were re-
placingtwo copy machines, oneat
thejunior highandtheother at the
high school; replacing a 31-pas-
senger busthat has over 180,000
mileson it; repairing/resurfacing
the blacktop at Eisenhower El-
ementary; replacingtheair condi-
tioning/heating unit, and possibly
replacinganother air conditioning
unit at the East Campus audito-
rium; and sealing or replacing the
concrete sidewalk south of the
memoria gym.

Mr. Mann said he spoke to the
Goodland School District about
passenger busses. Goodland, he
said, hasbeen buying nothing but
used bussesfromMaster’sTrans-
portation in Kearney for the past
threeyears.

Hesaidthey aregettingthebus-
sesfor 50 percent of the cost with
lessthan 50,000 mileson them.

Mr. Mann said the Norton
School District hasbought busses
from Master’s.

“Master’ shasbeenwonderful to
work with,” hesaid.“ Goodlandis
saying the busses|ook brand new
anddrivelikethey arebrand new.”

Mr. Mann said that doing all
fiveprojectswould put thedistrict
over itsbudget.

Boardmember ElaineL ofgreen
suggested getting bidsto see how
muchthingswill costandsaid Mr.
Mann should look into the used
buses.
