The Norton City/County Eco-
nomicDevelopment Committeeis
alot closer to coming up with a
vision statement after
Wednesday’s meeting.

With alittle help from Project
Manager Don Ballek, whoiswith
the Department of Commerce
Business Development Division,
the committee now hasafocuson
what it wants to improve in the
county and cities— job creation,
downtown areas and housing.

Thecommitteebuilt onthefact
that in the county thereis a good
industrial and businessbase, good
schools, low crime, agood envi-
ronment, a good corporate and
community attitude, and the at-
traction of the Elmwood Park race
track and Sebelius Reservair.

Infivetotenyears, thecommit-
tee wants to see a new industrial
park, better and higher paying
jobs, moresmall industries, possi-
bly more organic and smaller
farms, morecooperation between
all of the taxing entities, more
young people moving to the
county, and maintainingthedown-
town areasand makingthemmore
attractive.

Todothesethings, thecommit-
tee decided it needed to focus on
job creation, thedowntownaresas,
and housing.

The goals to improve these
things were: job creation — hav-
ing aunified website between all
of thetaxingentitiesinthecounty,
hiring an economic development

director to expand and maintain
theexistingbusinesses, andtaking
advantage of the resources of a
rural community; downtown —
hel p existing businessestothrive,
hel ping those who want to retire
find someone to take over their
business, finding each town’s
strengths and capitalizing on
them, and improving the appear-
ance of each community’sdown-
townarea; and housing— finding
funding, grants and programs to
help pay for revitalization of hous-
ing, tearing down the houses that
are falling down, and rebuilding
houses and building apartments,
duplexesand fourplexes.

Mr. Ballek said the county and
its communities have a tremen-
dousamount of assets.

“Thereisalot of opportunity
here,” hesaid. “ Andthe coopera-
tion already shownwill goalong
way toward reaching your goals.
I really feel likeyourthreeareasof
economic development are all
worth pursuing.”

Mr. Ballek said it wasan ambi-
tiouswork plan, but the commit-
teeisalready doing what it needs
to doto get thingsdone.

“Youbasically havethefounda-
tion for your vision statement
done,” hesaid.“Now all youneed
todoiswriteit usingthethreear-
easyou’ ve chosen.”

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Alcoholic beverages in Norcatur city limits
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ORDINANCE NO. 249

AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING
ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES WITHIN
THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE
CITY OF NORCATUR, KANSAS.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing
Body of the City of Norcatur, Decatur
County, Kansas, that:

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for any
person to sell, serve or dispense any
cereal malt beverage or alcoholic
beverage in any public place not
licensed to sell, serve or dispense such
beverage at such public place within or
under the jurisdiction of the City of
Norcatur or at a public place that is so
licensed but does not have a required
permit.

Section 2: It shall be unlawful for any
person to drink or consume a cereal
malt beverage or alcoholic beverage in
any public place not licensed to sell and
serve such beverage for public
consumption at such public place within
or under the jurisdiction of the City of
Norcatur or at a public place that is so
licensed but does not have a required
permit.

Section 3: For the purpose of this
section the term “public place” shall
include upon any street, public
thoroughfare, public parking lot or any
privately-owned parking area made
available to the public generally, within
any parked or driven motor vehicle
situated in any of the aforesaid places
or upon any property owned by the State
of Kansas or any governmental
subdivision thereof, unless such
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property is leased to others under K.S.A.
12-1740 et seq. If the property is being
used for hotel or motel purposes or
purposes incidental thereto or is owned
or operated by an Airport Authority
created pursuant to Chapter 27 of the
Kansas Statutes Annotated or upon
property specifically listed in Section 4;
and the selling, serving, dispensing,
drinking or consuming of cereal malt
beverages or alcoholic beverages is by
or with the permission of the lessee of
the City of Norcatur or that person’s
guests.

Section 4: The following-described
property with title vested in the City is
exempt from Section 3 above:

Inside the old Norcatur school
building, which is located upon the
following-described real estate:
Section 5: This ordinance shall take

effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the official city newspaper.
