Nearly thirty years ago on a Saturday night I sat in an indoor
arena excitedly watching a beautiful Arabian stallion receive the
very high honor of “Legion of Merit.”

The lights were turned off and a large spotlight appeared at the
entrance gate.  Music played as this beautiful bay stallion entered
at a gallop. The spotlight followed him as he loped throughout
the arena while an announcer proclaimed all the achievements
accomplished by this
horse.

While standing in
the spotlight, a coro-
net of roses was fas-
tened around the
stallion’s neck. Then
came a lengthy
standing ovation as
this horse was led
from the arena.

In contrast was the
coronation day of
Christ nearly 2000
years ago.
