Norton took a 7-0 lead to start
the game but trailed 12-10 after
onequarter.

Cox and junior guard
Whitney Newell eachadded afree
throw.

Hoisington scored thefirst four
pointsof thesecond quartertotake
al6-10leadbuttheL ady Cardinas
went scoreless the rest of the half
andtheL ady Jaystook a26-16half-
timelead.

21-12 in the fourth quarter asthe
Lady Jaystallied 12 pointsonfree
throws.
